	Procedure:

Lead-in

How are you today? I am so tired. I couldn’t sleep last night because of my mother. My mother called me last night, and she told me that my brother, David, is moving out for school. We talked about David all night.

Context
(tell the story) ( Here is a story about David.
David recently graduated from high school and got accepted to college. David is going to have first semester soon. He is living with his mother but he has to move out in order to go to school. His mother worries about him being alone. She worries about David’s future. 

Modeling target structure
(This is what we know about David. 

( post following information on board)

1. David is lazy. He watches 6 hours of TV everyday.

2. David doesn’t know how to cook.

3. David is not a good saver. He uses money unwisely.

4. David doesn’t like to talk her mother on the phone because they argue all the time.

(Try to elicit language structure)
T: Has anybody had similar experience?

T: Worrying about somebody…
T: Why does David’s mother worry so much? 
1. David is lazy. He watches 6 hours of TV everyday. 

( (point it from what I posted)

T: If David moves out, his mother is worried.

T: Why is she worried? What does she worry about?

T: She worries that he     pause for Ss to answer    .

They are called basic verbs.

T: There are two verbs in these sentences.

T: What is another one?

S: We have will or won’t.
T: What is won’t?

S: will not.

T: Yes! They are abbreviation of will not.

Think of it as shorten version of will not.

We have subject ( He (just peel off to reveal subject)
We have verb ( Will

We have another verb ( eat/live/come/have/call/do

What kind of verbs are these? (basic verbs)
After basic verbs, there are complements. 
(just peel off to reveal to show complement)

CCQ
David doesn’t like to call his mother because he often argues with her on the phone.

T: If David moves out, his mother is worried that he will not call her.
Q: Did David call his mother frequently? NO

Q: Is it likely for David to call his mother? NO

David is not a good saver. He uses money unwisely.

T: If David moves out, his mother is worried that he will spend money unwisely.

Q: Did David spend money unwisely in the past? YES

Q: Is it likely for David to spend money unwisely in future? YES

David is lazy. He watches 6 hours of TV everyday.
T: If David moves out, his mother is worried that he will not do his homework.

Q: Did David do his homework regularly in the past? NO

Q: Is it likely for David to do his homework regularly in the future? NO

T: Based on David’s information, what did we do? 

S: Pause, 
T: Yes! We made predictions about David’s future.

We use will for predicting future events for situations.
