	Aims:
· To learn vocabulary, Idioms, and, expression for describing typical clothing people wear for each season of each year: spring, summer, fall, and, winter.
· To practice listening to real-life conversation of native speakers
· To recognize of ‘Top-down’ dialogue 

· To get to know how to gist a story for overview
· To practice speaking by discussing with group members


	Language Skills:
· Listening: Dialogue about clothing styles
· Speaking: Discussion about the answers of worksheet 
· Reading: Vocabularies worksheet and listening worksheet
· Writing: Dictation of the main idea   



	Language Systems:

~ have students create a new dialogue about clothing
If students makes error during listening worksheet activities

   ~ give them chances to make a self-correction by providing similar examples

If there is not enough time to speak the answer of the worksheet

~ pick one or two groups to do their worksheet

Greeting
TT: Hello everyone? How are you today?
Introduce Topic
TT: Wow! Ji-na, you look great today. Do you have any special plan to go after the class? And Chris, I like the red shirt. It looks nice on you. Don’t you think that I look different today? Usually I wear casual style however I dressed up today as you see because I have a big formal presentation after this class with my co-workers. Can you just imagine that you are going on a first date with someone and you are planning on attending an informal party at a friend’s house? What will you wear? Will you wear something you already have at home, or will you buy something new from the store? What kind of shoes will you wear? Do you think that the clothes you wear say something about you and your personality? 
TN: (Elicit students of the idea about what to wear in occasion and write them on the board because I want to know students to be interested and I want to know students’ ability of vocabulary)
TT: Ok. So today, we will listen to dialogue about describing typical clothing people wear for each season of the year: spring, summer, fall, and winter. Before we start the lesson we will learn some idioms and vocabularies the speakers use.

	Procedure:

I. Idioms and Vocabularies
Instruction
TT: Work with a pair. Match the items on the right to the items on the left by lining each other. 

TN: (Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration
TN: (I will do question #1 with my students to show how to solve the problems. I will read the sentence and match the answer with the sentence)
TT: Let’s do number 1 together. And I will give you 2min to finish this work sheet. 
CCQ
Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

TN: (Monitor students discreetly and ask students if they have any questions or not. Give time limit 30 seconds left. Give some more time if they need it.)
TN: (Check answers by asking of answer for the each question)
TT: So, are you ready to answer for the worksheet? Then, Helen what do you think the answer for #2? 

TN: (Student will answer. And do last of questions with the same way above) 

· Go through the idioms one by one

· Elicit the meaning form the students

II. Prediction
Instructions
TT: Here are four pictures about four seasons. Look at the first picture. What do you think the season of this picture? And what kinds of clothing do you usually wear on this season?

TN: (Point out second, third, and, last picture and make a ‘gesture’ to students to lead the answer.)

· Elicit vocabularies and idioms used to describe the dialogue
TT: Check your predictions as you listen to the dialogue

	Procedure:

I. Listening for the main idea
Instructions
TT: Please close your eyes. And listen to the CD. Listen carefully on the idioms and vocabularies to help you better understanding of what this conversation is about. If you need you can take a note you think important. At first time, you will listen this conversation one time.
CCQ.

Can you take notes?
How many times will you listen to the CD?

TN: (Play the CD one time)

TT: Do you want to listen again?

· Yes: Have them listen one more time

· No: Have them talk about the dialogue

What do you think about woman talking?
What do you think about man talking?

TN: (Show students the pictures of the four seasons with clothing)

· Identify the pictures
· Discuss about the predictions and compare with the dialogue

II. Listening for Details
Instructions (1)
TT: I’m going to let you to listen to the CD one more time. What you have to do while you listen the CD is answering the questions on the worksheet that I am going to give you as you listen. Work individually.
CCQ
What are you supposed to do?
Who are you working on with this?

TN: (Distribute the worksheet)
TN: (Play the CD and let students write answers as they listen.)
TT: Do you want to listen it one more time?
· Yes: Play again.

· No: Tell students about next proceed.
TN: (Make 3 groups with 5 people to share their answers for the worksheet)
TT: I will get you into 3 groups with 5 people and your group will share the answers for the worksheet. And discuss about the answers with the pictures on the board.
TN: (Use ‘gesture’ to point out the pictures on the board.)
TT: So, Group 1, would you give us an answer for question #1? And group 2, what is the answer for the question #2?
Group 3, who will say the answer for the question #3?
TN: (Ask each group to say the answer for each one of questions; 1 to 5)

TN: (Check the answer as a whole class. And Listen to the CD one last time.)

TN: (Ask students free questions about why, where, how, who, what, and when if the time is available)

Instruction (2)
TT: Now, what I ask you to do is dictating the main idea while you are listening the CD. So you will listen the CD one more time and pleas try not to miss any words while you are taking a dictation of main idea.
TN: (Distribute the worksheet and monitor students while they take the dictation)
TN: (Give them answer after they finish the dictation)
