	Procedure:

Elicitation
Good morning, everyone. How was your weekend?

If a student responds, listen what he/she did on the weekend. Then, ask the student whether the student does it on every weekend.

  If no one is willing to respond, then chose a student and ask what he/she did. 
               , what did you do on the last weekend? Do you      

                   on every weekend?

If the student says yes, then write the student’s response on the board.
(eg:            goes to the park on every weekend.)
 If the student says no, find another student and ask same questions to get a sentence in present simple tense.
Today, we are going to talk about our routines. Who knows the meaning of a routine?

Elicit the meaning of routine. If no one knows, then do not give Ss the meaning directly.

I will tell you my routine. Listen to me and try to guess what routine is. I usually get up early in the morning. After that, I take a shower and have breakfast. On every Sunday, I go to the church…..(and so on)

If any student gets the meaning, then go to the next step. If the SS still don’t know, give them the answer. (A routine is the usual series of things that you do at a particular time.)

Now, I will give you a worksheet. Tick the things in the list that you do every day. Then, choose one thing you do every day, and I want you to make a sentence with it. For example, If I choose “go to bed late” the sentence would be “I go to bed late every day.” Your sentence should be in this form.  I will give you one minute.
Write the example sentence on the board.

CCQ

Do you tick the things you do every day?
Are you working alone?
How much time do you have?
Walk around and help Ss when they have difficulty with making the sentence. After one minute, pick some students to read out their sentences loud. If there is any mistake, correct it immediately.


	Practice

	Materials: model dialogue, worksheet 2

	Procedure:

Very good. Now, I will give you a model dialogue. I will read it first, listen to me and repeat after me.
When Ss read out the dialogue, check their pronunciation or any errors then correct it.
Is there anything you don’t understand in the dialogue?

If the Ss say no, go to the next step.
If a student doesn’t understand the dialogue, then elicit from other Ss or do a drill to make the student understand. 
Let’s practice he dialogue with your partners who sit next to you. One person reads A and the other person reads B. When you finish your reading, change the role and read it again. I will give you two minutes.
CCQ

Are you work in pairs?
How many minutes do you have?

Are you changing your roles when finishing your first reading?

Monitor Ss, if there are mistakes or errors, take note and after the time, correct the errors and give Ss feedback.

Okay. Times up. We will do one more worksheet from now. In this worksheet, there is a dialogue similar to the one we just practiced. However, this time, there are some blanks in the dialogue. Fill in the blanks with your own routines. After that, you are going to practice the dialogue with your partner again. Change the role after your first reading as you did with the model dialogue. After finish your reading, get up and find another partner and practice the dialogue with the new partner. Let’s try to not fill in the blank with too obvious things like I sleep every day.  I will give you ten minutes.

Are you work in pairs?
How many minutes do you have?

Do you fill in the blanks with your own routines?

Do you change your partner after finish your readings two times?
Monitor Ss and if there are any common errors, take note. After ten minutes, get Ss sit and correct any common errors and give them feedback.

	Procedure:

You’ve learned some ways to express your daily life. For last activity, I want you to write a short paragraph about your daily routine. You can choose a particular day you like the most and describe the day. Or it can be just your normal day. Think about the things we’ve learned in the previous activity and use the form we learned today. I will give you ten minutes. 
CCQ
Are you working alone?

How many minutes do you have?
What are you going to write about?

After giving ten minutes, pick some students to read out their paragraphs. If there is a mistake, correct it by elicitation just after finish reading. 
You have very interesting daily lives! So, how was today’s lesson? Was it good to share our routines? I hope you enjoyed this lesson and also I hope now you are familiar with present simple tense. Thank you for your participation today and I will see you tomorrow.

Aims: 


-Ss learn can share their daily routines using present simple tense


-Ss learn present simple form of verbs





Language Skills:


Speaking: practice dialogues and worksheets with their partner


Listening: to T’s instruction and each other when practicing dialogue and worksheets


Writing: their routines


Reading: the dialogue and worksheets








Language Systems:


Functions: expressing routines


Grammar: present simple verbs











Assumptions:


-Ss have some knowledge of present simple tense but may not know how to use it and when to use it


-Ss already know some vocabulary used when expressing their routines


-Ss feel comfortable to share their routines in pair/groups


-SS are able to make simple sentences after providing an example sentence





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Ss may not be able to figure out grammar inductively


: Help the students to realize it by giving example sentences and do a drill to help them practice using the form 


-Ss may finish their work earlier than giving time


	: Give Ss another task or worksheet


-Ss may not finish their work in the given time


	: Allow Ss few more minutes to conclude their work
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
