	Aims:

-Ss are able to create a lot of new expressions by learning this structure.
-Ss will know and practice the form, meaning of “Adjectives Ending in – ing and – ed”.
-Develop listening and speaking ability by drills.
-Ss can learn how to transform an adjective to a different form by transformation drill.
-Ss will recognize the meaning of different forms of an adjective by worksheet #1.
-Ss are able to learn how to express their feelings and opinions in English by pair work and production activity.



	Language Skills:

-Listening : Listening to T’s instruction, demonstration/classmates/drillings
-Reading : Reading the OHP films and worksheets
-Speaking : Drillings, presentation
-Writing : Worksheet answers



	Language Systems:

-Lexis : New vocabularies in the worksheets.
-Phonology : Improving pronunciation, intonation, stress, linking, contractions by drillings.
-Grammar : Adjectives ending in – ing and – ed.
-Discourse : Expressing opinions.
-Function : Answering worksheet’s questions and preparing presentation.



	Assumptions:

Ss already know
→Ss are at an intermediate level.
→All vocabulary of drilling.
→Ss are able to express their feelings and opinions in English.
→Ss are mostly active. The class will work well in pairs or groups.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss may not clearly understand the meaning
→Explain it with more details.
-Ss may have a hard time drilling
→Correct errors immediately & give Ss more chances to practice.
-If time is short
→Cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce the number of Ss presenting.

	Listen to T, and repeat.

	<Greeting>
Hello everyone! How are you today? Did you sleep well last night?

(Show the picture)

Look at the picture

She is Jane. Jane has been doing the same job for a very long time. Everyday she does exactly the same thing again and again.

She doesn’t like it anymore and wants to do something different.

How is Jane?

(Write on “Bored” on the board.)

Then, how is her job?

(Write “Boring” on the board.)

Now we can make 2 sentences using these adjectives.

(Write on the board.)

Jane is bored.
Jane’s job is boring. 
Let’s read together!

(T reads each sentence, Ss repeat.)

(Monitor Ss while they’re repeating, and if there are any Ss who can’t speak well, give the student an opportunity to speak individually after listening from a well speaking student.)
