	Aims:

- To learn expressions in normal conversation by the conversation script
- To practice listening to real-life conversation of people by filling the blanks of the script
- To be able to pick up details from the fast pace real-life  talk by dictation
- To practice speaking by discussing with group members



	Language Skills:

- Reading : English expressions worksheet
- Listening : Listening to teacher’s instruction, the conversation from MP3, classmates’ ideas
- Speaking : Participating in an activity, sharing ideas in a group
- Writing : Dictation, creating conversation script



	Language Systems:

- Lexis : English expression from the worksheet
- Function : Creating conversation
- Phonology : Presenting conversation



	Assumptions:

Students already know
- Ss are at an intermediate level.
- Ss are able to express their ideas and opinions in English.
- They are mostly active. The class will work in pairs. ( Instructor should pair with the extra student.) 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Ss may not know  the TV program “Sex and the City”.
 → Explain the main story of the TV show and the characters.
 → Show the picture. 
- Ss may not know the situation about the script.
→ Explain that Miranda is starting to like Robert, and the script is about how she reacts.
- Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
→ Chunk the listening (pause – play – pause – play) or read out the answers and make the Ss repeat

- If time is short.
→ Cut post activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 Ss to present

Miranda: Oh, it's just Jules and Mimi. It's silly.

Robert: Yeah? What's it about?
