	Materials:

· A coffee cup 
· Picture (Picture “A” for eliciting the topic)
· CD player and CD

· 8 copies of worksheets (Worksheet “A-1”)
· Marker and Board



	Aims:

· Through this lesson, the Ss will learn how to interact with peers better by discussing and sharing the main idea
· Not only Ss will improve their listening skill, by “Giving Suggestions” activity, they will learn how to organize their thoughts more effectively.



	Language Skills:

· LISTENING : Listening to CD, teacher’s instruction and classmates’ opinion in a discussion.
· SPEAKING : Answering Teacher’s individual questions and responding to their peers.
· WRITING :   Ss will write a Suggestion Note for their partner on the assumption that their partner

 is a shopaholic.
· READING :  Reading some questions from a worksheet.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology : Practicing a new vocabulary and idioms by repeating the instructor.
· Discourse : Expressing their thoughts and opinions.
·  Lexis : Learning Key vocabulary and idioms; addictive, in a frenzy, wear off
· Function : Sharing their opinions and interact with each other.



	Assumptions:

· Ss have enough ability to share their thoughts and ideas in English
· Ss have already known most of vocabularies from the listening
· Some Ss many not aware of the seriousness of shopaholic.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If CD player doesn’t work, don’t  panic, just read the script (Script “A-2”)
· If time is short, give them “Giving Suggestions” part as a home work.
· If Ss finish their activity early, let them make a small chart to show their ideas more clearly. Or, use SOS plan.

(Get Ss answer & respond to them)

Eliciting

(T, shows a picture ”A”)
What does it say on the bottom?

Why do you think she is having a problem with getting on a taxi? (Get Ss opinion)
This girl in this movie is also shopaholic and   Shopaholic is what we are going to about to listen.
  S’s name  , What was the world again who loves to shop but can’t stop themselves?

(Ss would answer “Shopaholic”)

*In a frenzy: This is an idiom and rather
 than I say “Hmm this coffee is 
good” I would say “Oh my God! 

This coffee is awesome! Wow!”
 * Wear off: It’s also an idiom . I can say

”I took some medicine with coffee 

but the medicine wore off so 

I’m feeling sick again!”.

(T, asks the definition of each words from individual S)

Can you make a sentence with “in a frenzy”?

Did you get everything correct?

(T, playing the CD again)
Team 3, what are the symptoms of shopaholic?

*Do you agree with Team 1’s opinion? If not why?
*What serious financial and emotional problems could result?
(T, responding Ss opinion and giving feedback about their answer)
