	Aims
· To learn vocabulary and expressions for describing one’s appearance 
· To individuate among one’s friends and explain the friend to another
· To practice speaking by discussing with group members
· To practice listening to real-life speech of people

· To be able to develop Ss listening skills through completing the tasks


	

	Language Skills

· Reading : Person’s appearance list, Instructions of each tasks
· Listening : Teacher’s explanation about person’s appearance and new vocabulary, Group discussion, Speaker’s conversation and explanation in CD
· Speaking : Discussing other person’s appearance with group members, Answering the CCQs
· Writing : Three people’s appearance, The name of each person in the blank, Physical characteristics


	Language systems

· Lexis : Vocabulary about appearance

· Discourse : Questions about other people’s appearance and suitable answers
· Phonology : Stressed words & Unstressed words

· Function : Questions and request related to dialog



	

	Assumptions

Students already know :

· Most vocabulary about appearance (not almost) 
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· How the class is set up ( a group including 4 students )

· Vocabulary of patterns and colors about clothes 


	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions
· Students may not understand some vocabulary about appearance
         → Explain the vocabulary clearly

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play) and answer the tasks 
· The CD player doesn’t work

→ Teacher read the audio script in a live voice (good, I like this) 
· If students want to listen again
→ Play the CD once again

Thanks for sending me your paper. I think you have started off well and I look forward to reading the rest of it. I will suggest some changes, not major ones, just little ones to help you. I really like your anticipated errors and your references are good too. Make sure you include a photocopy of all the material that you will give to your students, at the back of the lesson plan so that I can clearly see what you are teaching in this lesson plan. 

Also many students make the mistake of not including proper CCQs so make sure you include them after your instructions for every part (pre-listening, while-listening, etc). Also make sure you follow your lesson aims and that writing and speaking tasks are included in your work. Remember, as I said in class, if students have to listen to a tape for 45 minutes then they would go crazy so vary your pre and post activities.
