· To learn vocabulary and expressions for school and classroom with worksheet 1
· To be able to pick up details from the fast-paced real-life talk by answering details questions on a worksheet

· To improve listening skills by listening to the dialogues and answering the questions on a worksheet

· To practice pronunciations through reading the script aloud

· To practice writing skill as giving them writing assignments

· To practice listening and speaking by discussing with group members

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not understand the passage/script easily.
· Repeat the tracks again until Ss get the sense of the content.

· Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
· Repeat the parts over and over again and chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
· If there is not enough time,
· Shorten the post activity and cut off the whole class sharing.
· If there are too much time,
· Give Ss extra time to communicate and share ideas with each other
· Ask as many students as possible about their idea of an ideal classroom

(Elicit form students)
Ok. so today, we will listen to two students’ dialogue about classroom size and their preference. But, first, we will learn new vocabulary the speakers use.

(Distribute worksheet 1) 
Work individually. Match the word on the left to the meaning on the right. 

Draw a line to match. Work with your group members. You have 5 minutes. 

Demonstration
Here is an example. The first word on your worksheet is “school announcement”. Find the definition of “school announcement” on the right-hand side. When you find the answer, draw a line. 
CCQ
What are you supposed to do?

How much time do you have?

What should you do if you don’t understand some of the vocabulary?

Monitor discreetly. Answers students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 1minute left.

Give 1 more minute if they need it.

Let’s check the answers together.

What did you get for “school announcement?”
(check all the answers orally with the students)

Ok. Now, let’s begin to listen to the dialogue! 
Ask what adjectives they don’t know on the lists of the worksheet 1.

Eliciting each word and coral drill.

Monitor and help Ss if they need it. 

Give no extra time: need to move on quickly.

InstructionⅠ
Please, listen to the two speakers. Think about the main point. Listen for the general feeling of the two students about the school announcement. And, discuss what they are talking about. Then, listen again to the dialogue and answer the questions on worksheet. Work individually. 
CCQ
Can you take notes?

How many times will you listen to the dialogue?
Can you write all the answers at the first try?

(Distribute the worksheet2)

(Play the video clip without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?

    Yes→ give them listen one more time.
→ Pause-play-pause-play on the parts Ss having trouble with.

    No→ go over the ansers.
Place students to take charge in asking and replying questions.  
Student A asks Q1 to student B.  
Student B answers, and then asks Q2 to student C and so forth. 

If the answer is wrong, give students one more chance to listen to the dialogue and make collection to wrong answers.  
InstructionⅡ
(Distribute the script 2 )

The teacher will give students the script 2 with blanks. The teacher will play the video clip once, so students can fill in the blanks. 

If students fill in the blanks at first try, 
→ go over the answers.

If most students cannot fill in the blanks at first try, 
       → give student to listen one more time.
→ Pause-play-pause-play on the parts Ss having trouble with.

Instruction Ⅲ
Check your answers with your partner or help each other to fill in every single blank. After correcting the answer with the teacher, students will do role play. Students, who play a man role, repeat after the man on the video clip. Students, who play a woman role, repeat after the woman on the video clip. And do the same thing vice versa.
