Aims:

- To make students motivate to practice listening by watching an interesting animation movie trailer 
- To learn vocabulary and useful expressions in the movie trailer
- To predict and understand the content of movie trailer 
- To practice listening to real-life speech of people with various accents by answering in cloze worksheet 

- To be able to answer multiple-choice questions by understanding the story
- To practice speaking by pair-work activity
Language Skills:

- Reading: understanding gap fill & quiz worksheet of the movie trailer
- Listening: listening to “A Bug’s Life” movie trailer and listening to partner’s opinion through pair-work activity
- Speaking: prediction & class discussion, comparing answers through pair-work activity
- Writing: details (dictation) – gap fill
Language Systems:

- Lexis: vocabularies & Idioms used in “A Bug’s Life” Movie Trailer
- Function: conversation used in the story of the movie trailer (situational conversation)
Assumptions about Students:

Students already know:
- How the class is set up and run 
- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- Most students have seen this movie before
- Most students have an interest in watching the animation movie
Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
: let them listen to the trailer again 

- Students may not be able to answer gap fill worksheet easily
: Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

- If time is short

: Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions
- If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

: Ask some more students to share their opinions

- If any technical problems to use a computer and projector,

: Use tape player & tape that “A Bug’s Life” trailer is recorded

	1. Listen for blanks on worksheet
“Listen carefully to the movie trailer and fill in the blanks on worksheet” (hand out the gap fill worksheet to each student before listening)
- first time listening: Just guess what will be in the blanks. Do not fill in the blanks this time. 
- second time through use chunk listening (pause-play-pause-play): fill in the blanks
CCQs
a) What do you need to do while you listen for the first time?

b) What do you need to do while you listen for the second time?

c) Do you work alone?
2. Feedback (students compare answers with a partner)

3. Feedback (check answers as a whole class through use chunk listening (pause-play-pause-play
4. Teach Vocabulary & Idioms
a) Elicit or explain the following words used in the movie trailer:

Infinity, motion, grasshopper, bug-eat-bug-world, motivation, a bunch of, clown, parasite, maggot, miniature, proportion, oppress, butt off, girlie
(Ask students to guess the meaning)

b) Check pronunciation and write the words on the board. Elicit syllable stress.

c) Concept check meaning of vocabulary words.
5. Listen for the main idea 
“Listen carefully to the movie trailer once and answer the multiple-choice questions on worksheet. The quiz focuses on whether or not you understand the content of the story from the movie trailer. Do not start to answer questions during listening. Start to answer questions after listening” (hand out the quiz worksheet to each student before listening.)
CCQs

a) What do you need to focus on while you listen this time?
b) Do you work alone?

c) Can you start to answer questions while you listen?

d) How much time will be given to complete the multiple choice quiz after listening? (2 min)
6. Feedback (students compare answers with a partner)
