Finally from us this evening, snap judgments. Candidates in the political campaign are going to spend hundreds of millions of dollars this year trying to influence voters with slick, 30 second commercials. Maybe, (     )  (       )  (       ) are five-second ads or even two seconds. ABC’s Robert Krulwich tonight (  ) how important that very first impression is. 

Now it's getting interesting. And as these candidates flash by on TV for (  ) (            ) or (     ), even the briefest glimpse makes an impression, a bigger impression than you know.
