Materials:
- Worksheet x 10-15
- Board & board markers
Aims:
- Learn advanced vocabulary
- Be creative in making a story
- Improve overall English communication skills

- Focus on understanding the general contents of a story

Language Skills:

- Writing: Worksheet

- Reading: Worksheet & Writings on the board

- Speaking: Reading out loud & Telling a story
- Listening: Instructions & Listening to others’ stories

Language Systems:
- Excessive use of productive English skills
Assumptions:
- Students are used to American English
- Students can understand simple instructions to carry on their task
Errors & Solutions:
- Students may not be able to follow the instruction
> Show example tasks
- Students may struggle in making their own stories
> Provide some ideas to help them carry on
- Students may make mistakes while reading aloud
> Correct the major mistakes after they finish reading

Lead-In
Time: 5min / Materials: Board & Board markers
Whole Class
Good morning everyone! How do you do today?
Can you remember any good stories you’ve read or heard from your childhood? 
Pre-Activity
Time: 10min / Materials: Worksheet, Board, Board markers
Whole Class
Today’s topic is called, “Eurotales”, but before we get on with the main exercise, let’s have a look at some vocabulary lists. (Hand out the worksheet)

Instruction


Match the vocabulary lists with the corresponding pictures. We’re going to work together.

Demonstration


“Lions _____ loudly in the zoo” Can you match the missing from the list on your worksheet?

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?
Individual
Apply directive teaching of vocabulary. Let students make their own sentences using the new vocabulary one by one to see if they have really understood it. Give them some time to think before asking (3min).
Main Activity
Time: 25min / Materials: Worksheet, Board, Board markers
Whole Class
Now we’re going to read a story from England called “Billy Goats Gruff”. Does anybody know what this story is about? (Hand out the Worksheet)
Instruction

Read each paragraph one by one together (Task 2).

Did you understand the story? Maybe some of you have already read this story before. Now I’ll give you 3 min. to do the quiz in the back. You’re working alone and we will check the answers together. If you have any questions, just ask.

How much time do you have?
Individual
Help out if students struggle to understand the question.

Can you tell who / when / where / what / how and why from reading the story? (Go through them briefly together: Task 2)
It’s time to work in a group! Make groups of 2 with the person sitting next to you. (Hand out each story) You have 10 min. to read the story and write a summary mentioning who / when / where / what / how.
Instruction

Read and write a summary (10min.) in groups of 2.
CCQ
What are you doing now?
Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?

If done, pass your summary to the group sitting next to yours (pass the summaries around). I’ll give you 5min. to read the summary and make 5 questions and answers based on that summary you have.
Instruction

Read other’s summary and make 5 questions and answers (5min.)

Are you done with making 5 questions? Then let’s have a little competition! (Teams by each group) You can score up to 5 points. (Use the questions made for the groups who read the story in the first place) Let’s see if you’ve read and understood it fully! (Scores on the board)
Post-Activity
Time: 10min / Materials: Board, Board markers
Individual
- Accept any questions/comments about the lesson.

Whole
Do you have any other good stories to share? It’s very important to understand who / when / where / what / how and why from reading otherwise it’s either you did not understand it fully or the story is written badly.
