Topic: Altruism








Materials:





- Picture (for eliciting the topic)


- Wall chart (key vocabulary)


- Reading material (four parts of the whole text / whole text)


- 4 Blank sheets of paper





Aims:





- Ss can know the words related to organ transplant and donations.


- Ss can practice to speak English by delivering their stories and group discussion.


- Ss can practice to summarize a paragraph to convey the story to other students.


- Ss can pick out a topic sentence from a paragraph by reading the text.





Language Skills:





- Reading:   reading materials


- Listening: teacher’ instruction, students’ opinion


- Speaking: conveying a part of the whole story, sharing students’ experience


- Writing:    writing students’ experiences





Language Systems:


- Lexis: key words


- Phonology: correcting pronunciation


- Function: conveying the story, summarizing the story





Assumptions:





- Ss are intermediate.


- Ss already know teachers’ teaching style.


- Ss are familiar with group discussion and pair work.


- Ss speak with a few inaccuracies.


- Ss know they should speak only English in the class.


 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- If time is short


→ Shorten the present time


- If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


→ Have them make presentations about the result of discussion 


- If students cannot arrange the whole story in right order


→ Have them correct their story through other groups’ works
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
