	Materials: Board & marker. Class Survey Chart," Would you try...?", which will be hold up on the board. Color stickers. Photos of Michael Jackson - "Before & After".

	Procedure:
1. Lead-in 

T :  Class, please look at the chart here. What do you see? 

S : Survey…

T : Yes, we’re going to do some survey of our class. What is it about?
S : Ways to improve your appearance…?

T : That’s right! You are going to give opinions about these methods. 
It’s the end of a long day. So let’s get up and move a little bit! Please come to the board and mark your opinion with a sticker. Make sure you put a sticker for each method.

Demonstration

For example, to improve your appearance, would you try to be on a diet? If yes, put a sticker in the YES column.
CCQ
What are you going to do?
Each of you, how many stickers are you going to use?

Ok. Stand up and let’s get started!
(Have all students come to the board and fill the survey in order to interest them in the topic)

Let’s review the results together. What is the most popular method? 

As we can see from the result of the survey, quite many of us are interested in improving our appearance. 
(Once the survey is done, check the results of survey together)
2. Eliciting key vocabularies

(Show students the "Before & After" photos of Michael Jackson  who's had a plastic surgery)

Now class, look at these pictures. 

What do you think he's done to himself? 

(Elicit "plastic surgery".)

What do you call the person who operates a plastic surgery?
(Elicit "plastic surgeon".)
How about, if you have a problem on your skin, who do you go see? What do you call someone specialized in treating patient with skin problem? 

(Elicit "dermatologist".)

(Write these 3 key vocabularies down on the corner of the board : plastic surgery - plastic surgeon, dermatologist 
Then have them repeat after teacher)

*plastic surgery
Class, repeat after me. "plastic surgery" 

(Ss repeating after teacher, "plastic surgery" )

*plastic surgeon
Class, repeat after me. "plastic surgeon" 

(Ss repeating after teacher, "plastic surgeon" )

*dermatologist
Class, repeat after me. "dermatologist" 

(Ss repeating after teacher, "dermatologist" )

CCQ of new vocabularies

	Procedure:

1.  Guiding question

Instructions

Read the article and answer the guiding question on the board. Work individually. You have 3 minutes. 

CCQ
What are you going to do? 
How much time do you have?

(Distribute the text)
(Monitor students' performance carefully and check whether they have difficulties on their task or not) 
1 minute left.

Time. What do you think about the question? 
(Check answers : if answers are not correct,  give more time to read again)

Let’s check the answers together. 

2.  Worksheet#1(Literal questions)
Instructions for activity A
Now, you are going to get the first worksheet.  Individually, choose the correct information according to the article. Then, compare answers with your partner. You have 3 minutes.
CCQ

What are going to do first?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the Worksheet#1-A)
Time.  Do you all agree with your partners? What are the true statements?
(Check answers : if answers are not correct,  give more time to read again)

Instructions for activity B
Now, you are going to do another activity. In your groups, write down the problems and solutions for each patient. You have 3 minutes.

CCQ

What are going to do first?

Are you working alone?

(Distribute Worksheet#1 – B)

(monitor whether students get the right answers or not. If not, allow more time).

Time. Let’s check the answers together. Tarry, what do you have in your group? Ok, do you all agree with her?

(Share answers as whole class. if answers are not correct,  give more time to read again)

3. Worksheet #2(Interpretive questions)

Instructions for activity A
Here’s the 2nd  worksheet. Write down the advantages and disadvantages of each method. Then, compare your notes with your partner. You have 3 minutes

CCQ

What are going to do first?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the Worksheet #2 – A)
Time.  Do you all agree with your partners? 

(Check answers : if answers are not correct,  give more time to read again)

Instructions for activity B
Now, let’s move to the comprehension questions. Work alone. You have 3 minutes to answer.
CCQ

What are going to do first?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute Worksheet #2 – B)
1 minute. Do you need more time?

(Students may need more time to think about the interpretive questions. Be flexible with time)

Time.  

(Check answers : if answers are not correct,  give more time to read again)

Were there any difficulties while doing the exercises?
(If so, bring them to class.)
All right, now let's do some role-play activities!

	Procedure:

1. Production
(Distribute 3 copies of the worksheets to each of the students)
Instructions
Now, we are going to do a role-play activity in groups of 3 or 4. Each of you should choose a role. Read the description of your role and think about what you are going to talk about. You may want to refer to the guiding questions. If necessary, write down your ideas in brief.
You have 2 minutes.
CCQ

1. What are you going to do, 1st..?
2. Who do you work with? 

3. If you don’t know what to talk about, what are you going to do?
1 minute.

Now, discuss about your ideas and bring the characters alive. You have 5 minutes.

(Monitor students carefully and help/guide them if they request any help. Don’t interrupt the fluency of their performance, take note of students' errors to provide feedback/correction after the students' performance)
1 minute left. 
Time! 
(If time allows, have one group role play in front of the class or ask what the “hot issues” were in each group)

2. Conclusion 
Feedback
What was difficult for you while doing the activities? 
(Provide feedback/error correction if there is any)

- Reading comprehension worksheets 1 & 2 (12 copies each)


-  Role play worksheets (3 copies)














Aims:


Students will be able to skim for the main idea through guiding questions.


Students will be able to scan for details through comprehension questions   (literal, interpretive and applied questions).


Students will be familiar with key vocabulary through teacher's  explanation/elicitation and C.C.Q.s








Language Skills:


Speaking:  comparing answers and sharing reasons with partner, role play


Listening:  teacher’s instruction, students’ answers, role play


Writing: answering comprehension questions


Reading: magazine article, questions, role play situation 








Language Systems:


 Lexis : plastic surgery/plastic surgeon, dermatologist


 Phonology : plastic surgery/plastic surgeon, dermatologist














Assumptions:


Students are familiar with the topic “plastic surgery” through medias, magazines, but mostly through celebrities who have undergone plastic surgery to improve their appearance. 


Students know how to skim(for main ideas) and scan(for details).


Students will have their own opinion either to agree or to disagree with a plastic surgery. By sharing/discussing their ideas, students will easily get into the topic.


Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the lesson.


Some students may feel uncomfortable with the topic. Be careful about your expressions and not to offend students’ feeling.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Some students may not understand the words plastic surgery/surgeon, and/or dermatologist.


( Extract the target vocabularies from students by eliciting :  e.g.) Showing photos of "Before & After" of Michael Jackson who looks different but the same person. Ask students what he could've done to change his appearance. 


- Students may have difficulty in answering comprehension questions


( Allow more time to read until they get the correct answers.


- In case of absence


( Have a group of three for pair work tasks.


- If time is short, complete the exercises in pairs/in groups. 


( Bring it to the class and complete it all together. Or assign students to complete  the exercises as homework.    


- If students finish their comprehension tasks earlier than expected


( Have all groups, role play in front of the class.
