	Procedure:

<Greeting Students>
Samuel: Hello everybody.  As you may already know my name is Samuel, and this is Harry.  Harry?
Harry:  Hi, I’m Harry.  I hope you all had a good weekend.  
Samuel: Before we start, I would like to play an MP3 file.  The title of the song is “the lie” sung by “Big Bang”.  Please listen to the song carefully and find a sentence with a conjunction.
< Icebreaker/warmer: Students listens to the song, and students are asked to find a sentence with a conjunction>
< Introduce the topic>

Samuel: Ok.  I will stop the song.  Which sentence do you think has a conjunction?  Anyone?
<Students’ answer: “I’m so sorry, but I love you…”>
Samuel: That is right!  What conjunction does the sentence have? 
<Students’ answer: “but!”>

Samuel: Yes!  “but” is one of the coordinate conjunctions.  We are going to learn about a variety of conjunctions today.

	Procedure:
<A brief lecture>
1. Briefly lecture about FANBOYS-coordinate conjunctions.
Samuel: When we try to write or read, conjunctions exist everywhere.  Allow me to briefly explain about FANBOYS, coordinate conjunctions…
2. Use a substitution table and explain how each coordinate conjunction is used to connect the two sentences.
Samuel: Here is a substitution table.  As you can see, there are two sentences waiting to be connected by the coordinate conjunctions.  What kind of coordinate conjunction can you use between the two sentences?  How would you connect them? 
CCQ
Are you listening carefully to the explanation?

What are FANBOYS?

How can you connect the two sentences in the table by using the FANBOYS?
