	Aims

	Students will review alphabets that they learned last time.  

Students will say words beginnig with a certain alphabet. 

Students will practice alphabets with a fun game.



	
	

	Language Skills

	Speaking: Students speak the names of alphabets and pictures. 

Listening: Students listen to the teacher’s instruction and classmates’ answer.



	
	

	Language Systems

	Sounds: sing a greeting songs

Lexis: easy words related with alphabet letters  

Function: greetings, answering phrases to the teacher



	
	

	Assumptions

	Students are 6~7 years old and English bigginners. 

Students learned the names of alphabets, how to write alphabets and learned some words beginning with alphabet last class  

Students can say the words when they see the pictures.



	
	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	Students may not remember all that they learned before. 

→ Teacher can help them by review lesson.

Some students may be passive during the class activity. 

→ Teacher can make them participate by asking individually.

→ Teacher can encourage them to enjoy themselves by playing an active game. 

Over time→T gives one flashcard to students for words review

Under time→T gives three flashcards or make more missing letters on the alphabet map.

	<Review alphabets>

T puts the alphabet map(has some missing letters on it) on the desk. “This is an alphabet map and piggy wants to go to mom. Piggy can’t go  without all the alphabets. You can help Piggy.”

“Are there every alphabets here on the road? Let’s complete the road.”

T asks the students to read the alphabets and fill in missing letters. 

<Review words>

T gives 2 picture cards to each student and asks them to say the name of pictures in a loud voice. 

“What is your card? Tell us what is the first letter of the card.”

(e.g. “A” for “Apple”)

“You did a great job!” 

<Play the matching game>

The completed alphabet map is used for this game.  

“We are going to play a fun game." 

T divides students into two groups.

T explains how to play the game and what are rules. 

-T gives two teams 5 game chips per each.

-T piles the picture cards with

 facing down on the desk. Students 

turn over one card, and if any team knows that picure’s first alphabet,  that team put their one of game chip on the place of correct alphabet. 

The team who gets more chips on the map is the winner. 

“Everybody’s well done. Did you have fun? ”


	Ss read the alphabets filling in the missing place with pelt letters.

Students speak the name of pictures on the cards which they have.

Students are divided into 2 teams and play  the matching game.
