· A 100 won coin
· White board and a markers
· 8 copies of Handouts to introduce the movie ‘Indecent Proposal’
· 4 pieces of folded paper of angel image

· 4 pieces of folded paper of devil image

· 2 plastic panels containing an angel and a devil image each

· OHP and 4 OHP films and name pens
· 18 pieces of empty paper for vote

· A ballot box



	Aims:

· Ss practice the speaking skill for presentation, debating and telling opinions with certain logic and reason, raising questions and objections.
· Ss learn and practice vocabulary to present and defend their opinions.
· Ss practice the listening skill to comprehend others’ opinions.
· Ss practice writing for preparing presentation materials.



	Language Skills:

· Listening: listening to opinions, understanding opinions
· Speaking: making a presentation, telling opinions, answering to questions, raising objections
· Writing: making presentation materials, writing to clearly deliver their opinions



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: clearly delivering a presentation and opinions to others
· Lexis: new vocabulary and expressions concerned for the subject
· Discourse: discussions, objections, defending a position, exchanging opinions
· Function:  making a presentation, expressing opinions logically and reasonably
· Grammar:  auxiliary verbs, interrogative sentences



	Assumptions:
· Ss, as intermediate level, can speak, listen, write and read in English with fair fluency.
· Ss, as adults, can think based on logic and reason and can exclude emotional or moral feelings.

· Ss understand vocabulary during preparation and presentation.
· Ss are actively participating discussions and debates.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss can be confused for each of their role. 
-> Ask CCQ to confirm their understanding on their roles and tasks.
· Ss can be emotionally and morally affected in forming their thoughts.

-> Ask CCQ to exclude emotion and morality in standing their opinion.

· Ss may finish their task realization (presentation) earlier than expected.

-> Ask questions to stimulate more debates.

· Ss may need more time for task preparation than expected.

-> Announce the time limit 1 minute before the designated closing.
-> Give 1~2 minutes flexibly at the closing time for Ss to finish the task.

	<Greeting>
Good morning, everybody! It seems like we are already entering Summer. I feel very hot.
<Eliciting>
A few days ago on my way to work, I happened to see a coin of 100 won like this that someone slipped.(Showing a 100 won coin,) For a short moment, it caused trouble in my mind whether I picked it up or not. Guess how I did.

Actually, I felt a little shame about picking it up in that crowded place as 100 won is not a big money. But I finally picked it up. You know what? As soon as I picked up one, I found 2 more coins scattered near. That day I picked up three hundred won!
So, what subject do you think I’m mentioning about?
(Writes ‘Choice’ in the white board.)
It is a  choice!

Today, we will talk about ‘Choice’. Sometimes, we have to make a difficult choice. I’ll give you a situation for you to make a choice and let you debate each other.

	<Instructions>

(Distributes the handouts.)

Have you seen this movie? Actually it was a little old movie in 1993. Can anyone read the plot? 

(Asks a S to read.)

(Ss may ask the meaning of ‘Indecent’. In this case, introduce the synonym as ‘bad-mannered’.)

So what choices are there?
Yes, it’s a choice of accepting or refusing the proposal. Actually I modified the plot a little, to make the situation more tangled. 
I will now divide Ss into 2 groups.  In the papers I distribute (distributing papers) you will find an angel or a devil. 4 of you would play a role of an angel who is trying to make the couple refuse the proposal. The other 4 of you would be a devil. 
(When Ss identifie an angel or a devil in their paper,) 
What will be the role of the devil?
Yes, a devil seduces a man to make an evil choice. In today’s case, you are to persuade the couple to accept the proposal.

Now, I’ll have you rearrange the position so that you can be divided into 2 groups.
I’ll put these 2 plastic panels on your desk. (Putting the panels,) You are now the Angel Party. You are now the Devil Party.

I’ll give you 5 minutes for preparation and 4 minutes for presenting each Party’s position. Each Party should prepare your logics to persuade the couple to accept or refuse the proposal. Please make sure that your opinion should be based on logic and reason, not affected by personal emotion or common morality about what is right or wrong. For example, robbery is logically right for a thief though wrong morally. Also I would recommend you to be systematically organized for the preparation. One in the Party could be a leader to gather and present ideas to the other Party. After presenting your position, the other Party can open a debate by raising questions and objections so not only the leader but also others should be also prepared to answer those questions with convincing logic and reason. Also, you can use OHP if you like to make the presentation more interesting and clearer.
<CCQs>

· How long do you have for the preparation?
· Which Party are you in?
· What is the responsibility of your Party? To let the couple accept or refuse the proposal?

· How long does each Party have for the presentation?
· Can your opinion based on emotion and morality?

· What is the leader’s role?
· When can you raise your questions to the other Party? Before or during or after their presentation?
· Can you use OHP for the presentation?

	<Presentation and Discussions 1>
Now, let’s start the presentation. Which Party will do it first?
Please go ahead.
(Monitors during the presentation and makes notes of any commonly made errors.)

(After the presentation)
OK, the other Party, do you have any question or objection?
(After Q&A)
Now your Party, please present your position.

(Monitors during the presentation and makes notes of any commonly made errors.)

(After the presentation)

<Voting 1>

(After Q&A)

Let’s suppose you are not the Devil or Angel’s Party anymore. As an individual, you are to fairly vote which Party was more reasonable and convincing. Again, I ask you to be based on the logic and reason, not affected by emotion and common morality. I’ll also vote. This is the voting paper, and you can write either ‘Angel’ or ‘Devil’ in it.
(Distributes the papers.)

<CCQs>

· What do you do?

· Do you vote for your Party or do you vote independently?
· Do your vote based on your personal emotion or public morality?
· Which word do you write in the voting paper?

(Gathers the papers in the ballot box, open them and count.) 
Wow, you win!

< Group Preparation 2>
Now, let’s exchange the position. You now become the Angel Party, and you are the Devil Party. 

(Exchanges the plastic panels to each other’s position.)
You will resume the preparation as the changed Party. I’ll give 5 minutes, and other conditions are the same as before. However, I would ask each group to change the leader this time.
<CCQs>

· Which Party are you in now?
· Do you change the leader?

<Presentation and Discussions 2>

Now, let’s start the presentation again. Which Party will do it first?

Please go ahead.

(Monitors during the presentation and makes notes of any commonly made errors.)

(After the presentation)

The other Party, do you have any question?

(After Q&A)

Now your Party, please present your position.

(Monitors during the presentation and makes notes of any commonly made errors.)

(After the presentation)

Do you have any question to this Party?

<Voting 2>

(After Q&A)

Now, we will vote again as an individual using the same method.  Write ‘Angel’ or ‘Devil’.

(Distributes voting papers.)

(Gathers the papers in the ballot box, open them and count.) 

This time, you win!
