	Aims:
1) Students will be able to understand several frequency adverbs.
2) Students will be able to understand and use frequency adverbs in context.
3) Students will be able to interview the partner.
4) Students will be able to write simple sentences using the frequency adverbs.


	Language Skills:
- Listening: Short dialogue between a teacher and students, short dialogue between students (post-activity)
    - Speaking: repetition, interview
    - Reading: sample sentences
    - Writing: Fill in the blanks, Write about partner (post-activity)


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: frequency adverbs
· Grammar: frequency adverbs
· Function: interview, write about the partner


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· how the class is set up and run

· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
Students are middle school students


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to understand the meaning
→ Provide more examples, give explicit explanation
· Students may have a hard time drilling
→ Correct the errors immediately and give students more chances to practice
· Students may not get the instruction for the activity clearly
→ Repeat the instruction once more in shorter and easier way
· If time is short
→ Cut post-activity pair work short
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
→ Give more time to the writing and give as much opportunities as possible presenting their works
