	Greeting 

-Ss answer whether they like to watch music video (or listen to the music)

-Ss listen to teacher’s explanation of the song and get interested in it 

-Ss get the song lyric paper
(remember: the worksheet is to help Ss guess what they’re going to learn today, so it’s more like a guessing game)

-Ss listen to the song or watch m/v and fill in the blanks

-Ss try to guess today’s topic and some Ss answer
	Greeting

-ask Ss if they like to watch music video or listen to the song, and tell them they’ll watch a m/v (if it’s not possible, just play the music)
T can simply introduce the song to get Ss’ attention more

-tell Ss they’ll do simple “fill in the blank” activity to guess what they’re going to learn today, and distribute the song lyric with blanks(all about tag questions)
Tell Ss it’s not a test but more like a guessing game

-play m/v or just a song

-ask Ss to fill in the blanks while they listen to the song

-eliciting 

Check answers together and ask Ss  if they can guess what they’ll learn today based on the activity
Introduce today’s topic ’tag questions’

	-Ss look at the substitution table
-Ss listen to T carefully
-Ss listen and repeat after the T (slowly, at regular speed)
-One S listens to T first
-She/he listens and repeats after T
-Ss  drill negative statement table following T’s instruction 
-Ss answer T’s question
-Ss listen T’s demonstration carefully for variable substitution drill
Also take part in the demonstration
e.g.)

 T: listen and repeat after me “You are happy, aren’t you?”
Ss: You are happy,

aren’t you?

 T:  (gives a cue word) 

     “He”
 Ss: He is happy, isn’t he? 

-Ss practice variable substitution drill listening to T’s cue words

-Once Ss get used to this variable substitution drill, they practice it more speedily


	Drilling
-Prepare two substitution tables(affirmative statement with negative tag/negative statement with affirmative tag)
Drill affirmative statement table first

-Ask Ss to listen to T (read slowly, then read at regular speed)

-Tell Ss to listen and repeat after T(do it slowly at first, and at regular speed later)
-Ask one S to listen to T and T reads a sentence(slowly, then at normal speed)

Then let her/him listen and repeat after T
-Finish all the sentences in this way, and move on to negative statement drill

-Drill negative statement table as above
-After repetition drill, Tell Ss they’ll do  simple variable substitution drill

CCQ
e.g.) Do you know what are you going to do after repetition drill?

-T demonstrates by supplying a cue word

e.g.)

 T: listen and repeat after me “You are happy, aren’t you?”
Ss: You are happy,

aren’t you?

 T:  (gives a cue word) 

     “He”
 Ss: He is happy, isn’t he? 
-Practice sentences in this way  as a whole class or an  individual
-give different subject pronouns as cue words 
CCQ
e.g.)read out the sentence with me first, then change the sentence after listening to my cue word. Listen carefully to the “pronoun”
-once Ss are used to this drill, give Ss cue words speedily and encourage Ss to say the sentences  as soon as they listen to the cue words

	-Ss make a group of 4, a group of 3
- each group get two envelops (one with statements, one with tags)
-Ss take out statements card first and put them down on the  left side of the desk face down

-Ss take out tags card later and put them down on the  right side of the desk face down
-Ss make sure “statement cards” and “tag cards” are not mixed
-Ss answer T’s questions

-Ss play the snap game by turns each flipping one card from “statement” and one card from “tag” 

If they match, S yells “snap” and sets the matching cards aside
-Any S who sees the matching set first- even if it’s not their turn to go- can yell “snap” and  gets the matching set
-Ss  read out the whole matching sentence loudly once they get the match

-Ss answer T’s questions

-Ss see who gets the most cards
-Winners bring out their matching set cards in front
of class and present them to other Ss


	Instruction

-Tell Ss they’ll do “snap” game and explain the rules
 ★snap game activity★
-divide class into 2 groups(a group of 4, a group of 3)
-prepare two envelops with “statements” cards in them
Also prepare two envelopes with “affirmative/negative tags” cards in them
-give an envelop with statements and an envelop with tags to each group

Make sure each team has different  cards
-ask Ss to take out statement cards  from the envelop and put them on the desk face down
-then  ask Ss to take out 
Tag cards from the envelop and put them down on the desk face down as well –make sure “statement cards” and “tag cards” are not mixed

(so asking Ss to put statement cards on the left side and tag cards on right side of the desk is a good idea)
CCQ
e.g.) How many “statement” cards do you see?

e.g.) How many “tag” cards do you see?

e.g.) do you put your cards face down or face up?
-have Ss play by turns each flipping one card from “statement” and one card from “tag” 

If they match, S yells “snap” and sets the matching cards aside (the cards belong to S who yells “snap”)
To make game more interesting, whoever sees the matching cards first-even if it’s not their turn to go- can yell “snap” and  gets the matching set
-make sure Ss have to read out the whole matching sentence loudly once they get the match
CCQ
e.g.) if you find matching set, what do you have to yell?
-S who has most matching set cards is the winner in each group

-if time is allowed, have winners to bring out their matching set cards in front of class and present them to other Ss
-monitor and encourage Ss to get take part in the activity while they’re playing game

	-Ss stay in the same group 
-In a group of 4, each S tells other Ss about themselves such as  e.g.) I have two dogs

               I don’t like cucumbers

               I am not a shy person

Make sure each S has to say at least 3 things
-In a group of 3, each S tells other Ss about themselves as well
Make sure each S has to say at least 2 things
-Ss answer T’s questions
-Ss listen carefully what  others say because they have to make tag questions after listening to others’ personal information

-Some Ss help teacher to demonstrate the activity by telling about themselves
e.g.) S1: I didn’t go to school yesterday

S2 : I can drive a jet

S3(who listens to S1,S2)

To S1: You didn’t go to school yesterday, did you?

To S2:  You can drive a jet, can’t you?
-Ss talk about themselves in groups such as what they did, who they are, what they can, what they like/dislike to do, etc.
- group 1 comes up to the front and Ss take turns and make tag questions using their member’s information

-S who is asked can answer the question using yes/no

-Ss answer T’s questions

- group 2 comes up to the front and Ss take turns and make tag questions using their member’s information

-S who is asked can answer the question using yes/no

-say good bye

	Instruction
-Tell Ss to keep the same group 
(a group of 4, a group of 3)

For a group of 4, Tell Ss  that each of them have to say at least 3 things about themselves to Ss in a same group
(3things could be anything- things that happened before, things Ss can do, things Ss like)
e.g.) I have two dogs

         I don’t like cucumbers

         I am not a shy person

For a group of 3, Tell Ss that  each of them have to say at least 2 things about themselves to Ss in a same group
CCQ

e.g.) Group 1, how many sentences do you have to say abut yourself?
Group 2, how many sentences do you have to say abut yourself?

-ask Ss to listen carefully what  others say because they have to make tag questions after listening to others’ personal information
CCQ

e.g.) Why do you have to listen carefully what others say?
-demonstrate how to do this activity with one or two Ss if necessary

e.g.) S1: I didn’t go to school yesterday
S2 : I can drive a jet

S3(who listens to S1,S2)

To S1: You didn’t go to school yesterday, did you?

To S2:  You can drive a jet, can’t you?
-Have Ss to talk  about 2~3 or more things about themselves (in groups) and ask “group 1” to come up  to the front
-Ask one by one to make tag questions with the information they’ve just heard from others

-encourage Ss to remember correct information of others, also encourage each S to answer  other student’s question about him/her
CCQ

e.g.) When other Ss in your group ask you a question with tag, what do you have to do?

-Do as above with group 2
-give positive feedback to Ss

-wrap up the class

Materials:  


mp3 file (“A little time” by Beautiful South) possibly music video, song lyric worksheet 


drilling tables(affirmative statement with negative tag and negative statement with affirmative tag)two envelops with “statements” cards in them (total 30 cards of statements) two envelopes with “affirmative/negative tags” cards in them (total 30cards of tags)

















Aims:


-to develop listening skills by listening to a song “a little time”, discussion, snap game


-to learn how to make tag questions properly by matching cards together


-to improve speaking ability by telling others about themselves


-to be able to create tag questions and present them by listening to other Ss’ information





























Language Skills: Listening- listen to the song,  the T’s drill , and listen to other Ss when they read out matching set during snap game


Speaking- drilling, telling information of themselves, speaking whole sentence when they match the statement and tag properly


Reading- reading statement cards and tag cards


Writing- filling out the song lyric worksheet blanks





Language Systems: grammar-matching statements and tags correctly 


Phonology- drilling, mp3 file, snap game, making tag questions and present them


Lexis-learning the meaning of the sentences with tag questions


Discourse- group work(tell their information to others and make tag questions with what they’ve heard)


Function- make tag questions perperly according to the tense, verb, and pronoun 





Assumptions:


Ss like to listen to the song or watch music video


Ss have basic idea of verb and tense


Ss will enjoy the snap game


Ss will be able to remember simple sentences that other Ss say


Ss have ability to understand T’s instruction clearly of how to play game or activity








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


It may take longer to finish affirmative statement and negative statement drilling together- don’t do individual drilling with all the sentences


                  If time is not enough, Pick only important sentences which Ss have to know and do individual drill 


Ss may find it a little difficult when they do simple variable substitution drill


-give them enough time to think and practice sentences with easy cue words


-choose a S who is good at drilling and let him/her demonstrate


Some Ss can not remember what they’ve heard from others and can not make tag questions properly


                -encourage Ss to speak freely or give some help to remember well
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
