	Greeting 

-Ss think what they would do if they see a stranger in distress, and ask T’s question
-Ss get the paper of a man with onlookers around him
They can also see “empty balloons” above the characters

-Ss fill out the balloons with their own thoughts 
-Ss answer teacher’s question and share their answers with other Ss
-Ss find out what was initially in the “empty balloons”
- Ss watch a video file of bystander effect
-Ss find out how people react when they see a stranger in need after watching a video file

-Ss listen to T and get interest in today’s topic

	Greeting

Eliciting
-ask Ss to think what  they would do  if they see a stranger in distress
Also ask Ss what people might do when they see the strangers in need
-distribute a picture of a man with onlookers

Ask Ss if they see “balloons” over the characters and tell Ss to fill out the balloons with what they think onlookers might have in mind 
-collect Ss’ answers and  share them

-post the big picture on the board and Show some answers which were initially in the “ empty balloons”
(look for attached files)

-introduce an experiment about bystander effect by showing a video file on “youtube”
-Ask Ss to see what they initially think about onlookers is right after watching the video
-introduce today’s topic and tell Ss they’re going to read a text about bystander and the reasons of the behavior

	-Ss learn key vocabulary first
  They look at the flash cards and listen to T’s explain 
-Ss learn synonyms and antonyms of the key words

- Ss listen and repeat after T if necessary

-Ss make example sentences using  key vocabulary

-Some Ss answer T’s questions and present their answers to the class
-Ss listen to other Ss’ example sentences

-Ss think about T’s guiding questions  and figure out they have to keep them in mind while reading today’s reading text


	pre-teach vocabulary
- tell Ss that they will learn key vocabulary first

Teach  other words  that help Ss understand reading 

 (Explain synonyms and antonyms of those words. Use flash cards and  demonstrations as well)
Have Ss listen and repeat after T if necessary

Ask Ss to make example sentences using  key vocabulary

e.g.) can you make a sentence using “phenomenon”?

e.g.) why don’t you make a sentence using  synonym of “intervene”?

- ask Ss what they have made and write good examples on the board
Encourage Ss to tell their sentences freely and correct mistakes in undemanding ways
Ask guiding questions
Guiding question
When you see a stranger in need but decide to just walk away, what is the motive behind your conduct?
What do you think is the reason why many people choose not to help other people in distress?

-Encourage Ss to find out the reasons by reading the text

	-Ss get the reading text and read it quickly for the main idea (for about 1-2min)
-Ss find and circle key vocabulary that they’ve just learned while reading for main idea

-Ss answer what the main idea is

-Ss work in pairs

-Ss get the comprehension question worksheet 1 and read the text carefully to answer the worksheet 1

-Ss check the answers with T

-Ss work as groups now
(a group of 4, a group of 3)

-Ss get comprehension question sheet2  and  write their answers by discussing with group members

-Ss  pick a captain who will present the groups’ opinion to class after the discussion
-Ss discuss as groups for answering comprehension question sheet 2
They can ask questions to T if they have any

-captain of the each group presents group’s opinion to the class 

	-distribute reading text and have Ss read the text for the main idea(skimming)
-While reading for main idea, have Ss to find and circle key vocabulary that they’ve just learned

-ask Ss what the main idea is

CCQ

-did you find the main idea? What is it?

-what do you have to find and circle?
-pair up the Ss

-Distribute comprehension question sheet  and have Ss read the text carefully and answer the questions in pairs (worksheet1)
CCQ

Do you work alone? Or do you work in pairs?
-check the answers together
-divide Ss into two groups
For the group discussion

-distribute comprehension question sheet2  and have Ss write their answers by discussing with group members
-tell Ss to pick a captain who will present the groups’ opinion to class after the discussion
CCQ

- Are you working as groups?
- Who will present groups’ opinion after the discussion?

-during the discussion, teacher answer Ss’ questions if they have any or join the group work as a participant

-monitor and give positive feedback, encourage the Ss.

-ask the captain of each group to present their opinion

	- Ss stay in the same group, and understand they’re going to do improvised role play without any practice

- each group  comes up to the front, and captain of the group picks the situation card first from the bag

Then each member of the group picks role card from the bag in turns

-captain of each group reads the role situation first so everyone can understand what situation they’re in
-members of the group tell their role to the class as well
-Ss have the name tag that everyone can see
-Each group does role play according to the situation they’ve chosen

(since there are not many Ss in class,  group1 Ss can take part in  role play of group2 and vice versa)

-Ss use their imagination and creativity to do improvised role play
-say good bye
	-tell Ss to keep the same group
And tell them they’re going to do improvised role play without any practice
-have each group to come up to the front, and let them choose the role situation and role cards from a bag(each captain picks the situation cards first, then members of each group pick role card in turns)
- ask Ss to read the situation and their role to the class, so everyone can understand  the situation

Also prepare name tags so Ss can attach their role cards on the name tag and show them to other Ss

(since there are not many Ss in class, let group1 Ss can take part in  role play of group2 and vice versa)

-have Ss act out their role freely
Encourage Ss a lot and give positive feedback when they represent the characters naturally
-wrap up the class

Topic: Bystander effect: Why isn’t anybody helping?








Materials: big picture of a man with onlookers around him, small pictures of a man with onlookers around him (for students), youtube movie file about bystander, sentence flash cards for “balloons” of the big picture, key vocabulary word flash cards, marker and board, reading text, comprehension question worksheet 1, comprehension question worksheet 2, role situation cards(two) , role cards, name tag, guess bag (for picking role cards from it)














Aims:-To learn new vocabulary by reading the flash cards and making example sentences using new words


-To improve listening skills by watching a video, listening to T talk, pair work, group discussion and role play  


-To improve writing skills by completing comprehension work sheets and writing sentences in “balloons”


-To improve reading and comprehension skills by reading a text about bystander effect and comprehension worksheets 


-to improve speaking skills by presenting answers on questions, group discussion, and improvised role play






































Language Skills:


Listening: listen to video file, teacher’s instruction, pair work, discussion, role play, listen to other Ss’ answers on the questions


Speaking: talk about Ss’ own thought about bystander effect, pronounce vocabulary, pair work, group discussion, role play, making example sentences using key vocabulary and presenting them


Reading: vocabulary flash cards, reading text, reading comprehension worksheets, sentences in the “balloons”  


Writing    : completing “balloons” on the worksheet, reading comprehension question worksheets





Language Systems: Lexis: meaning of the key vocabulary from reading text


Phonology: how to pronounce key vocabulary, video files, pair work, discussion and role play


Function:  understand the concept of bystander effect and explain the reasons of the phenomenon


Discourse: answering reading comprehension question worksheet, pair work, group discussion, role play 





Assumptions:


-Most Ss have experienced “bystander effect” in their life either they’re onlookers or victims


-Ss have interests on this topic because it is relevant to their life and it could happen to anyone


-Some Ss have heard about the story of “kitty Genovese”


-Ss can make example sentences using key vocabulary instantly without writing down on the paper


-Ss will enjoy improvised role play





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-Ss may have a difficulty to make example sentences using key words by just listening to T’s instruction


→write synonym or antonym of the key words on the board to help Ss understand better


-There might be not enough Ss in one group to do the role play


→ask Ss in other group to participate role play for the other group(give benefits to Ss who participate actively)


-Ss may not be so familiar with improvised acting so they don’t know what to do


→encourage Ss to be more creative and tell them to follow their instinct when acting
