	Greeting 

-Ss look at the picture of the couple and try to find anything interesting in that couple
-Ss listen to the Emma’s story carefully
-Ss listen to teacher’s guiding questions and answer them based on their thinking
-Ss listen to the topic and get interested in the topic


	Greeting

-show a picture of a couple to Ss and ask them if they find anything interesting in the couple

-introduce  the story about Emma who lost her life because of her own belief
-Eliciting Ss by asking whether they can give up their lives or their family member’s lives for their religious beliefs
(guiding questions: If you ‘re in danger of losing your life or one of your family members is in that situation. The only way to save your life of your family member’s life is getting a surgery, but your religion bans modern medical treatments.
What would you do in that situation? Can you die for your own belief?)
- introduce today’s topic(story about a mom with a son who has cancer) to Ss and tell them they will do jigsaw activity after the vocabulary check

	-Ss look at the board, and see if they know any of those words on the board
-Some Ss answer if they know the words
-Ss get the paper, and try to guess the meaning by looking at the pictures and the words together
-Ss listen to the teacher explaining words and match words to the right pictures
-Ss check their answers and correct answers if they have mistakes
-Ss pronounce key vocabulary with the teacher
-Ss listen to teacher’s questions and answer them

-Ss get vocabulary practice work sheet

-Ss answer to teacher’s question

-Ss choose the expressions from the box and write on their worksheet
-Ss check their answers
-Ss complete sentences using expressions above
-Ss check their answers
-Some Ss make their own sentences
Ss get the idea what jigsaw activity is and how they can guess a whole story throughout the activity


	pre-teach vocabulary
- tell Ss that they will learn  vocabulary first
-write key vocabulary on the board, and ask Ss if they know any of those words (ⓐcustody, ⓑpediatric oncologist, ⓒchemotherapy, ⓓalternative medicines, ⓔarrest warrant)
-distribute vocabulary check work sheet to Ss and ask them to take a  look at the pictures and the words quickly
- explain word “a” and let Ss  match the word to the right picture
-explain word “b” and let Ss match the word to the right picture

-explain words “c,d,e” in same way and have Ss match pictures to words after they listen to teacher
-check the answers together
-pronounce key vocabulary when necessary
CCQ
e.g.) do you know any of those words on the board? Please tell me the meaning of the words if you can
e.g.) can you guess what arrest warrant is? What is the right picture of arrest warrant?
-After finishing vocabulary check, distribute vocabulary practice work sheet to Ss
-tell Ss they need to know the expressions in the paper to understand today’s topic

CCQ
e.g.) Why do you have to know these expressions in worksheet?

-have Ss to choose the expressions from the box and fill in the blanks
-ask Ss to finish “read and write” part first

CCQ
e.g.) What do you have to finish first?

-check the answers together

-ask Ss to complete sentences using expressions above

Tell Ss they may want to change the form

 CCQ
e.g.) How many sentences do you have to complete?
e.g.) What do you want to do?
-check the answers together

-Ask one or two Ss to make another sentence using the expressions
CCQ
e.g.) can you make a sentence using “chances are slim”?

-after all the vocabulary practice, tell Ss they’ll do jigsaw activity
-explain briefly how jigsaw activity will take place

(how many sections there are in news article, how many groups will there be, what they are going to read, what is Ss’ role in combined group etc)
CCQ
e.g.) how many groups are we going to make now?

e.g.) what is your role in combined group?

	Work  in 2 groups of two, 1 group of 3
Work  in 2 groups of two, 1 group of 3

	-Ss make 2 groups of two, 1 group of 3
-each group get different part of the article from other groups

-Ss read the article carefully and  talk about the article with same group members
-Ss discuss new vocabulary with same team members to figure out the meaning

-Ss try to picture the whole story
-Ss write out two questions they would like to ask others to gain a better understanding of the entire article on the paper( Ss can write questions  on the paper that teacher gives to each group –see part1)
-Ss listen to teacher’s questions and answer
Ss are allowed to ask any questions if they have one at any time
-Ss form new groups with at least one member of each of the other groups following teacher’s instruction
-Ss may get worksheet part 2 at this time
-Ss understand the have to do everything orally and not to show their papers to the members of the new group
-Ss explain, read out the article when necessary, and answer questions about their sections, as well as asking the questions they wrote down in their previous groups
-Ss interact with other members as much as they can until they get the idea of what the entire article is about

-Ss ask questions or ask for some help from teacher if they need one
-Ss write down a brief description of what the article is about(part2)
-Ss decide who will explain what the article is about

	-Divide the class into 3 groups-2 groups of two, 1 group of 3 (depending on how many sections T has selected from the newspaper article) 
-Give the same section of the article to each member of a group and each group has different part of the article from other groups(use different color paper for different sections of article)
-ask Ss to read and discuss the section  until they think they can explain it to others

- tell Ss that if  they find  new vocabulary while reading the article, they have to figure it out through discussion with their team members

-tell Ss to try to picture the whole story before regrouping
-As a group, have the students write out two questions they would like to ask others to gain a better understanding of the entire article on the paper ( Ss can write questions  on the paper that teacher gives to each group –see part1)
CCQ

e.g.) how can you find out the meaning of new vocabulary?
e.g.) Do you have the same article with your team member?

e.g.) what do you have to write on the paper? 
e.g.) are you working alone?
- when Ss are ready, have them form new groups with at least one member of each of the other groups (one group of 3 and one group of 4-make sure weak S and strong S are in the same team)
-T may distribute worksheet part 2 at this time
- Explain that Ss are expected to do everything orally and Warn them not to show their papers to the members of the other  group
CCQ

e.g.) when you talk about the article you’ve read, are you allowed to show your article to the new member?
-Have the Ss explain, read out the article when necessary, and answer questions about their sections, as well as asking the questions they wrote down in their previous groups
CCQ

e.g.) Are you asking questions to the new member?

e.g.) what do you need to ask?
-encourage Ss to interact with other members as much as they can until they get the idea of what the entire article is about
-while wandering among Ss, answer any questions or give some help to Ss
- have them write down a brief description of what the article is about(part2)
-tell Ss that someone from each group has to present what they think the article is about
CCQ

e.g.) Once you get the idea of the entire article, what do you need to do?

	Materials: combined group discussion worksheet part 2, copies of the complete article

	- one S from each group comes up to the front and present the entire article their team members have made

Ss listen and compare their group’s article with the other group’s article
-Ss get the complete article
-one S may read the article for the class
-Ss tell their opinions freely regarding this news article
-Ss answer teacher’s questions and listen to other Ss’ opinions 

-Ss understand they have to respect other people’s opinions, too
-Ss tell how they feel about jigsaw activity after finishing it

-say good bye
	-have one S from each group come up to the front and let him/her present the entire article their team members have made

CCQ

e.g.) Who is going to present on behalf of the team?

- Distribute copies of the complete article
-T may want to read it aloud or have one S to read it for class
-ask Ss how they feel after listening/reading this article
-let Ss talk about their opinions freely
CCQ

e.g.) what do you think about the conduct of Daniel’s mom?
She decides to stop the chemotherapy of her son. Do you think she is doing the right thing for her son?

e.g.) how do you feel about the people who are willing to give up their lives for their religious belief? 
e.g.) what would you do if you are in Daniel’s shoes?
Considering the fact that he’s a minor, what do you think about Daniel’s belief? Do you think his belief is just his own or his parents are responsible for his belief?
-Since this is not debating class, encourage Ss to speak their opinions freely and respect their opinions
-ask Ss how they feel about jigsaw activity after finishing it
-wrap up the class

Topic: Can you die for your beliefs?








Materials:  


picture of Emma and Anthony Gough, matching vocabulary worksheet with pictures, vocabulary practice worksheet with sentences, board and markers, single group reading and discussion worksheet part1( three different sections for 3 groups), combined group discussion worksheet part 2, copies of the complete article














Aims:-


-to learn the vocabulary related to the news article by answering vocabulary work sheet


-to improve reading skills by reading news article and worksheets related to the topic   


-to improve listening skills by jigsaw activity and group discussion


-to improve writing skills by completing vocabulary worksheets and single/combined group worksheet


-to express their ideas of religious belief by presenting their thoughts



































Language Skills:


Listening: listen to T’s instruction, other Ss’ opinion in jigsaw activity, discussion


Speaking: talk about their/other’s religious belief, speak in a single and combined group as a member, present the whole article in front of the class


Reading: reading vocabulary check/practice worksheet, reading news article


Writing   : writing sentences in vocabulary worksheet, writing questions and whole article





Language Systems: Lexis: learning vocabulary related to the news article


Phonology: how to pronounce vocabulary, discussion and jigsaw activity


Function: Delivering what other members say to combined group, express opinions on one’s religious belief      


Discourse: answering single group questions, answering questions in combined group, jigsaw and discussion





Assumptions:


Ss find this topic interesting


Ss will enjoy jigsaw activity


Some Ss may have strong religious belief which is difficult to understand for other people


Ss have ability to build up a story in sequence


Some Ss may not want to talk about their religion





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not know some vocabulary that is not included in the key vocabulary


encourage Ss to predict meaning from context first and then explain in using synonyms, antonyms, or examples


encourage Ss to discuss the vocabulary in a group with other members


Some Ss may not have a jigsaw activity before and don’t understand what teacher says – explain the jigsaw activity whenever needed and give a lot of CCQs


It may take longer for Ss to work in single group and combined group


           -if you’re running out of time, help Ss understand the article better


            Also skip part2 writing(have Ss think about the story in their mind, and present it without looking at the worksheet if they don’t have time to write )
