Aims:


-Ss get practice listening to real-life speech of two people.


-to improve Ss speaking skills by discussing the text with group members.


-Ss get practice using the present tense by describing two men’s daily routine


-to improve Ss writing skills by expressing their opinions on the worksheet3











Language Skills:


-reading: vocabulary worksheet/comprehension questions


-speaking: discussing in groups/ comparing answers  in groups


-writing: detailed answers/ composition of Ss’ opinions of  happiness


-listening: listening the text/  T’s instruction / Ss’ debating





Language Systems:


-Lexis: new vocabulary      


-phonology: pronounce new vocabulary


-function: describing  one’s daily life /- grammar: practice the present tense

Assumptions:


-Ss know they should speak only English in class

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
