There are two different environments of learning English. One is learning English in school. Another is in England. You may read the differences of the two and find ‘why people can not speak English at all even if they studied English for a long time’ and ’what the differences are.’
Literature Review 

· Communicative language teaching (CLT): To enable student to communicate in the target language. <Larsen freeman, 2007:128>

· Grammar Translate Method (GTM) : This method was used for the purpose of helping student read and appreciate foreign language literature. It helps students read literature in the target language and have students more familiar with their L1. Also language learning helps students grow intellectually. <Larsen-Freeman, 2007:11> 

· The Explainer: Limited knowledge of teaching methodology. This kind of teacher relies mainly on ‘explaining’ or ‘lecturing as a way of conveying information to the students. <Scrivener 2005:25>

· The involver: who know the subject matter well and is able to use appropriate teaching and organizational procedures and techniques to help her students learn about the subject matter. <Scrivener 2005:25>

· The enabler: the teacher is confident enough to share control with the learners and create the conditions that enable the students to learn for themselves. <Scrivener 2005:25>

· Integrated-skill approach: there are the four basic language skills Such as Speaking, Writing, Reading, And Listening. Teacher use all these skill together to teach a language not only focusing one. <Scrivener 2005:27-29>
Learning English in school

We started to learn English when we went to middle school. English was not only a subject of school that we have to learn but also is the most important subject to go to a university. From that point, English was not a language anymore. There were a grammar test and reading test and a few listening tests. English was just a subject as others.

Generally in a class, there were more than 40 students seated in a class. A teacher came into the classroom with a textbook. He had prepared a lot of things to teach at the lesson. Most things he prepared were focus on an English test. So he taught the important thing for the test as Grammar and Reading skill and skipped other thing such as a speaking part because they didn’t have enough time and motivation to learn the speaking part. He wrote the matter he prepared on the blackboard and students copied the matter on their notebook. Finished the writing he explained what the matter about and how to solve a question when the matter came up at an exam. 

This is the environment of learning English at school and the reason why the students cannot speak English at all. And it is a traditional classroom. There are four of language skills Speaking, Reading, Writing, And Listening. So the teacher should have taught all the skills through the integrated-skill approach. But the teacher did not teach how to speak English. The teacher may not able to speak English fluently. The method of teaching the teacher chose, Grammar Translation Method (GTM), is considered as the worst way to teach a language. In the teaching style the teacher taught as Explainer. ‘Students are mostly not being personally involved and challenged when learning this teaching style’ <Learning Teaching 2005:25>
Learning English in England 

There are hundreds of language schools in England because thousands of people all around world come to England to learn English. English is considered as an international language. “Around 1.8billion people can speak English as a first or second language, with around 375 native speakers, after Mandarin Chinese and Spanish. However, when combining native and non-native speakers it is probably the most commonly spoken language in the world” (Wikipedia, 2008) 

When students came to a language school, they should take a level test at first. Through the result of the test they were given a level such as Beginner, Intermediate or Advanced. If you got intermediate level you had a course book that is labeled for intermediate and the level of the class. In the class there are less then 15 students who are different nationalities but the same level as intermediate. They were in similar ability of using English. So they could be friends each other by using English. Teachers are English or a native speaker and know how to teach effectively. The teacher teaches English with a course book which includes lot of activities. The activities make students learn English as a game. At the end of the course students took a level test to go into a higher-level class. Students who had passed the test started to study the higher level with a new book. After school they are still in the environment which is good to learn English. Living with native speakers in their house, having dinner with them, etc.   

This is the best environment of learning language. By tested their ability of English they know where their level is and teachers know what level students are. With the test result and student’s analysis teacher make appropriate goals for each students. Teachers can use varied methods of teaching. For example when they teach grammar, they teach with GTM and CLT. Mostly when they use Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) learners know what they learn and how to learn. Teachers let them think and prepare a matter in class. It is nearly same as when a native speaker learns English. Teachers are both an Involver and an Enabler. They know a subject matter and research lots of activities. There is much caring about student. These are all good point of teaching to make students centered and involved. Teachers teach English the integrated-skill approach so students learn all of the language skills together.

Conclusion

The learning in public school was ineffective because of Focused on English exams. But there should be teachers who were confident, passionate and enjoying teaching with students. GTM could be the best way to prepare Grammar and Reading tests. Nevertheless the classes were too big to make good environments. Without teaching with Integrated-skill approach students would not be able to speak English. Learning English in England was the best way. In my experiences of language learning we don’t have to go to an aboard when we make the environments as England in Korea with the teachers who use the proper teaching method and know effective teaching.  
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
