	Aims:

· To learn grammar for stating reasons for something such as “because” and “because of”
· To practice listening skills by watching video clip, “Love actually”.
· To practice using “because” and “because of” differently through worksheet A
· To improve listening skills by listening to his/her partner 
· To practice writing skills by taking notes on a worksheet while listening to his/her partner
· To practice speaking skills through pair work and presentation


	Language Skills:

· Reading: worksheet
· Listening: Video clip, other students’ speeches about their preferences of classrooms and opinions

· Speaking: Pair work, comparing answers with classmates, presentation
· Writing: Answering questions on worksheet A and B, note taking
 

	Language systems:
· Phonology: Practice pronunciation through repetition
· Lexis: vocabulary about conjunction and preposition 

· Function: listening, pair work, speaking

· Discourse: worksheet, interaction between students
· Grammar: conjunction and preposition


	Assumptions:

· Students already know each other very well

· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students are middle school (7-8 grades).
· Most students already have difficulty using “because” and “because of”.
· Students are actively involved in the class

· The weather will be raining.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss may not understand the rule of structure.
· Give then more examples until Ss get the sense of grammar.

· Ss may not understand the pair work
· Demonstrate how to do the pair work

· If there is not enough time,

· Shorten the post activity and cut off the whole class presentation.

· If there is too much time,

· Give Ss extra time to communicate and share ideas with each other
· Ask as many students as possible about their own reason for each subject.

	Procedure: 
Instruction
(Show PPT slide #1 presenting instructors’ names and topic)

Hello everyone, how are you today? How do I look? Do you know why I am wearing rain boots and bringing this umbrella? Can you ask me why? Because it’s raining today! / Because it will rain tonight. Anyone noticed what I mentioned the word? (gesture of quotation) 

Students may say “Because”
· That’s right. 
Students may say no
· Do you know why I am wearing this cloth?

· Students may say “because it’s raining.”
( Elicit from students)
(Show the word of “Because” using PPT slide #2) 
Have you ever watched the movie, Love Actually? How many people like this movie?

Let’s look at some scene little bit!

(Show the video clip)

(PPT slide #3)

He is so romantic! Do you know why he expresses his love to her?

Students may say “Because…”
( Elicit from students)
That’s right. Now, you guys know we use “Because” when we state reasons for something. So, Today, we will learn conjunctions for stating reasons like since, as, and because. Also, we will learn how to use “Because” and “because of “properly. But, first, I will introduce how to combine two sentences into one.

	Procedure:

InstructionⅠ
(Show the PPT slide #4)
(T demonstrate how to combine two sentence in to one)
Please, look at the screen. Let’s take a look how we can combine these two sentences into one. Let’s read together! 

· I’m wearing rain boots. 
· It is raining.
Anyone knows how to combine these two sentences into one using “because”?

· I’m wearing rain boots because it is raining.
· Because it is raining, I’m wearing rain boots.
Right answer

· Right, we can write that way. 

Are there any other ways?

· Right, we can use both ways. But be careful. When you write “Because” in the beginning of the sentence, we should write “,” before the main clause.

(Repetition Drill) Please repeat after me.
· I’m wearing rain boots because it is raining.
· Because it is raining, I’m wearing rain boots.
(Elicit from students)
(Practice other sentences on PPT #5,6 using the same way)

Now, Hyun Ji will introduce other conjunctions like “because.”
InstructionⅡ
(Show PPT #7)
Now, we know how to use the word, “because” properly. There are several words for stating the reasons for something like “because.” You can also use “As” and “Since” instead of “because.”  

Let’s change the sentence using “since”.
Right. Who can change the sentence “as”
(Repeat other sentence using since instead of because)

(Elicit from students)
If the answer is Right, 

· We can use like this. Thank you.
If the answer is wrong,

· Please make a full sentence using other conjunction.

InstructionⅢ
Do you know the difference between “because” and “because of”? Because and because of are both used to introduce reasons, but grammatically they operate differently.
Please look at the table on the screen. 

(Show the tables on PPT slide #8)
Because is a conjunction and is followed by a subject and verb. Because of is a preposition and is followed by a noun phrase or verb + ing, not a verb phrase.

Let me give you an example. “Because it was raining, we stayed at home.”
Where is subject? Where is the verb? When we use “because”, we need full sentences. 

Let’s change the sentence using “Because of”  

“Because of the rain we stayed at home” 

Right, we cannot use the full sentence here, but we use noun phrases and verb + ing. 
(Show the tables on PPT slide #9)
We can also use “due to” and “thanks to” instead of “because of.” But, use “thanks to” when you want to express your thankful feeling to someone or something. For example, “Thanks to your assistance, I passed the test.”

Here is an example. Please look at the screen. The sentence is “I was absent yesterday           I was sick.” Do you know which word we should have to fill in? 
Please fill in the blank using the words below. Work individually. You have 3 minutes.  Let’s start!

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 1minute left.

Give 1 more minutes if they need it.

Let’s check the answers together.

What did you get for #2?
Right answer- The answer is “Because of” or “Due to.”
Wrong answer- Do you have another opinion? 

 Right. The answer is “Because of” or “Due to.”
Please repeat after me aloud.
(Check all the answers verbally with the students)

Ok. Now, let’s do pair work using these words!

(Distribute different topics)
Please, ask your partner about your topic on the worksheet B. You should answer the question with 3 different reasons using conjunction or preposition what we’ve learn. (Because,  because of, since, as, thanks to and due to)  
Listen carefully and take notes on the work sheet. 

Demonstration
(Show PPT Slide #11)
Here is an example. Please look at the screen and listen to the instructor.
“What is your favorite animal?”  
“I like puppies because they’re friendly. 
“Because of their cute appearance, I like puppies.

“I like puppies since they like to play with me.”
(Show PPT slide #12)

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 1minute left.

Give 1 more minutes if they need it.

Do you want more time?

    Yes→ give them more time.
No→ go over the presentation.

Make note of any commonly made errors

(Show PPT slide #13)

I will give you last example to combine two sentence into one.
· We didn’t stay outside long. 
· It was too hot.
Anyone knows how to combine these two sentences into one using conjunction and preposition?

First let’s combine these two sentences using “because”
· We didn’t stay outside long because it was too hot.
· Because it was too hot, we didn’t stay outside long.
· Since/as it was too hot, we didn’t stay outside long. 

· We didn’t stay outside long, since/as it was too hot. 
· Because of the hot weather, we didn’t stay outside long. 
· We didn’t stay outside long, due to the hot weather.
(Elicit from students) 

Do you want homework? Ok, then no homework for today. Good job everyone. See you tomorrow!
