 Elicitation 

Introduction

-Ask Ss to think about something they want to do this week.

-Elicit “Would like to / would love to” from Ss.
Can you think about something you want to do this week?

Ss will answer:  I would hope to go to the art gallery.

I would want to go to the cinema.

How would you say in another way?

Ss will answer: I would like to….

If you really want to do something, how would you say in another way?

eg: I would love to…..

What is the difference between “ would like to” and “ would love to” ?

“Would like to” expresses a moderate wish but “would love to” expresses a dream situation. 

So would love to is much stronger.

	Procedure:
I. Controlled

Instruction

-Tell Ss that they are going to fill the blank by using Would like to or would love to on the worksheet individually.

 -when they finished it, ask Ss to read it once and practice the dialogue with a partner.

-Ask Ss read the dialogue with emotions and intonations.)

and then change roles.

-Give Ss 5min.

- Monitor Ss and do error correction directly.

-(Provide worksheet )

Demonstration

Now you are going to fill the blank by using would like to or would love to on the worksheet individually.

Then afterwards, you are going to read the dialogue once when you finished it, practice the dialogue with your partner

(Before they read the dialogue, demonstrate intonation)

And then change roles. 

You have 3 minutes.

CCQ

What are you going to do first?

What are you doing together?

How are you reading the dialogue? (Emotionally)

How much time do you have?

II. Less controlled
Instruction

-Ask Ss to imagine that they are looking for a job and to think about the sort of job they would like.

-Ask Ss to brainstorm some of the things  which they think are important in a job.

-Ask Ss read the comments and tell them to fill the blanks about their opinions on each worksheet.

-Demonstrate what Ss have to do.

Eg: I would like to get a creative job.

(Provide worksheets)

-Allow Ss time to think and do the task.

-Tell Ss compare and discuss their answers with their partner.

-Give them   5 min.

-Monitor Ss and make a note.

Demonstration

Look at the worksheet! Can you think about what is important for you in a job? You can fill the blanks on the worksheets with each other.

And when you have finished, compare and discuss your answers with your partner.

I will give you 5 min.

CCQ

What are you going to do first? Then…?

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

Feedback

Check their tasks and do error correction if necessary.

III. Free 
Instruction

-Ask Ss to work in groups (make 4 groups)

-Explain how to play the game.

-Monitor Ss while they are playing the game 

and make sure that they are playing correctly.

Demonstration

Now you are going to play the game in groups. 

I will give game boards and dice to each group. 
Put the game board in the middle of the table.

All players throw the dice and if someone throws a six this person starts the game.

You throw the dice and   move your marker along the board according to the number on the dice.

Read aloud the topic on the square the marker has landed on.

Then you have to express your opinion. 

For example if the topic is  “ something you’d like to learn”.

You would say “ I would like to learn Japanese”.

The game continues in a clockwise direction. The first to land the marker on “Finish” is the winner.

Before you start the game, you can ask about any words you are not familiar with.

I will give you 10 min.

Monitor Ss and make notes. When they finished the game, do error correction.

CCQ

What are you going to do first?

Who is going to play the game first?

How much time do you have?

Feedback

Did you have any problems when you played the game?

Do error correction if necessary.

Instruction

· Form 4 groups.

· Ask Ss make a list of their ambitions and dreams  at least 5 topics.

·  Tell Ss use Would like to /would love to when they make the list.
· Tell Ss compare and discuss their list with their group.

· Give them 13min.

Demonstration

Now you are going to make a list of your ambitions and hopes at least 5 topics. 

Make up a list by using Would like to /would love to.

When you finish it, you can compare and discuss the results with your group.

For example: How many students have the same ambitions.

                        Who has the most interesting or unusual ambitions.

I will give you 13 min.

Provide the paper for Ss.

CCQ

What do you have to do first? 
What are you going to make?

What are you going to discuss? 

Feedback

Check the lists and do error correction if necessary.

Assignment

Let Ss write about their job what they hope and explain reasons.

Conclusion

Today we learned about would like to and would love to.

When you use them, think about the meaning.

Aims:


-Ss will be able to use “ would like to/ would love to “ when they explain their ambitions, hopes.


-Ss will be able to work in groups, make a list their desires, ambitions.


- Ss will be able to speak while discussing in a group and practice model dialogue.





Language Skills:


Speaking: dialogue, pair work, answering, group discussion


Listening:  To the teacher, each other


Writing:     Fill the blanks on the worksheets, make a list.


Reading:  Dialogue, comprehension with worksheets








Language Systems:


Functions: Expressing desire, opinions or hopes, wishes.


Grammar: Would like to / would  love to +infinitive.











Assumptions:


-    Ss know to use “Would like to / would love to + infinitive.


Ss talk about their ambitions, hopes, preferences.


Ss are familiar with doing activities individually and in groups.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not understand the instruction of the activities well


(Repeat instructions and do CCQ again). 


Ss may not able to understand the key vocabulary


  	(Repeat explanation of the meaning and give another example)


Ss might not make interesting sentences on the paper.


(Encourage them to use their imagination, make it interesting.)
