	Procedure:

Hi, everyone.
What did you do yesterday?  (Students answer)
I read a biography of someone yesterday. 
(Show the picture of Charlie Chaplin.)

Do you know who is he? (Ss answer)

That’s right. I read a biography of Charlie Chaplin.
Do you know what he do for his living? (Ss answer)

Yes, He was a famous comedic actor.

Do you know when he was born? 

He was born in 1889.

Do you know where he was from?

He was from United Kingdom.

Do you know which movie he made?

He made the movie Modern Times.

Do you know when he died?

He died on Christmas day in 1977.
Today, we will talk about the famous people’s lives and your lives using the simple past tense. (You don’t have to say that you will use the simple past tense. The idea is that students (elementary level) learn inductively and aren’t told the name of the tense they are learning; only they learn how to use it effectively).

	Procedure:

a. Meaning
(Show pictures)

Look at the pictures and make sentences using the words.

Have Ss make a sentence and T repeats the sentence correctly. Follow the same order.  
CCQ
1. Which tense did we use making sentences? (again your students are only beginner so you might want to change this CCQ)
2. Can we use the simple past tense for future plan?(if SS are elementary and learning simple past tense then probably they won’t know much about future tenses so be careful here) I suggest asking SS ‘What did – do?’ and having SS reply, ‘He washed the dishes.’ Doing these types of CCQs is easier for both SS and you. 
b. Form

We can use the simple past tense when we talk about past events. There are two types of verb; regular verbs and irregular verbs. I divided verbs into three; be verb, regular verbs and irregular verbs. (I think you want to teach deductively and be an explainer here?)
(Teacher shows the substitution table to the students on the white board.)

 [ Drilling ]
a. Simple Repetition Drill

Watch this table and just Listen.  Don’t repeat.
CCQ
What will you have to do? (Change this to ‘What do you look at?’ and ‘Do you talk now?’ and’ Do you read now?’ for example)
(Teacher reads the sentences on the substitution table.  Teacher points the each word keeping the pace with her/his speaking.  Students just listen and don’t repeat.)
This time, listen and repeat after me.
CCQ

What will you have to do?

(Teacher reads the sentences on the substitution table.  Teacher points the each word keeping the pace with her/his speaking.  Students listen and repeat after the teacher.)

 Well done! Very good! 
(Teacher picks some students and the students repeat after the teacher individually.)
b. Simple Substitution Drill
Watch this table and just Listen.  Don’t repeat.

CCQ

What do you have to do? (Same as I said before. Try not to use this type of CCQ as students generally don’t reply to this question).
Demonstration
I am at home. I was at home last night.

I start to read a book. I started to read a book yesterday.

!
(Teacher reads a simple present sentence and the whole class makes a simple past sentence.  And teacher picks some students and read a simple present sentence, and then the student make a simple past sentence individually.)

	Procedure:

Practice a.  Fill in the blanks.

Here is the worksheet1.  Fill in the blanks changing verbs in the simple past and answer the questions.  You have3 minutes. Work individually. 

(Distribute the worksheet1)

Demonstration
Look at the worksheet1.  Let’s see the example.
John Lennon died in 1980. You have to change verbs using the simple past tense and check the answer you think.

CCQ

1. Which tense do you use?
2. Are you working alone? 

3. How much time do you have? 

(Distribute a worksheet)

Monitor discreetly.

Time is up. Let’s check together. 

Make Ss tell the answers. (If there is no volunteer, pick some students and they answer.)

Write down the verbs on the board.
Practice b.  Make the sentences.

Make Ss groups of 3 or 4 people.
I’ll give you a set of flash cards in each group. Put them in the back side in the center of desk. First, one of you picks one flash cards and there are picture and words. You make a simple past tense using the words. And then the next person does the same thing.  I’ll give you 5 minutes.
Demonstration

Look at this flash card. I can say that Bob played tennis. If someone says a wrong sentence, help the student get a right sentence.
CCQ

1. Are you working in groups? 

3. How much time do you have?

(Teacher monitors and helps the students who have problems.)
 Time’s up. Did you finish?

Let’s make sentences together.

Make Ss say sentences one by one. 

Write down the verbs of the simple past tense on the board.

IF some students have wrong sentences, T corrects the sentence and make Ss repeat the sentence.
Well done.

	Procedure:

Practice c.  Tell about your life story.

(Distribute the worksheet 2.)
Look at the worksheet 2 you took. There are circles. Read the questions and write your answer in the circles in random order. You can write names, single words or short phrases but not complete sentences. Work individually. I’ll give you 3 minutes.
Demonstration

Look at the worksheet2. A place you went to last year. I went to Paris last year. I can write Paris in a circle.(Write down Paris in a circle and show the worksheet2 to Ss)

CCQ

1. What will you do? (again don’t use this one)
2. Are you working alone? 

3. How much time do you have?

(Teacher monitors and helps the students who have problems.)
 Time’s up.  Did you finish?
Work in pairs. (Make Ss be pairs) 

Try to work out why your partner has written the items on the worksheet and you should say if your partner is right or wrong. I’ll give you 5 minutes. I’ll give you an example.
Demonstration

I have written Paris like this (Show the T’s worksheet) My partner can say that “I think you went to Paris last year.”
I should say that “Yes, that’s right. And then, change turns.

CCQ 

1. Who do you work with?

2. How much time do you have?

Monitor Ss actively and if Ss have difficulty, T help them.

Did you finish?

Make Ss tell partners stories. 

Who has interesting experience? 

(If nobody, pick some students and make the students tell about partner’s stories.

Error Correction
When teacher finds out some errors (form of verbs), write incorrect sentences on the white board and ask students to fix them.
Feedback

Did you enjoy today?   Do you think it’s useful? 
Do you feel more confident than before?

Materials:


- White Board & Markers

Aims:


- To learn the form of the simple past tense (regular verbs & irregular verbs) by drilling of substitution table


- To practice describing actions through worksheets and speaking activities using the simple past tense.











Language Skills:


- Listening: teacher instructions, classmates speaking, drilling


- Speaking: drilling, speaking activities


- Reading: worksheets


- Writing: making sentences with worksheets








Language Systems:


- Grammar: the form of the simple past tense


- Phonology: drilling


- Function: telling a life story using the simple past tense





Assumptions:


- Students know all vocabularies using in the class


- Students can use Wh-questions.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Students may not clearly understand the form of the simple past tense


☞ Teacher can help students giving more examples


- Students may have difficulty with drilling


☞ Teacher speaks slowly and repeat the sentences several times 


& error correct immediately


- There may be extra time left in the lesson (SOS plan)


  ☞ Have students make more sentences with the form of the simple past tense using various verbs


-  There may not be enough time to finish the lesson (Cut-off plan)


☞ Do error correction the next class.
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
