- Explain to the students what the present simple tense is.

T: The simple present express daily habits or usual activities, as we learned. And general statements of fact. Use basic form of verb.
· T makes some examples by using sentences and explain we can put –s or es in the end of the verb. 
T: When the subjective is 3rd singular, you put –s/-es in the end of the verb. If the verb finishes “y’ and the letter before y is consonant, change y into i and put –es.
