	Materials:  Velcro board, visual (picture cards), realia (a toy cat, a box..)

	Procedure
1. Greeting 
T: Hello. How are you today?

2. Open class
(Show students toy cat)
Do you have a cat as pet?  Munog had a cat before.

She told me that her cat was very naughty .

Oh, yes. It always gave me hard time finding him in the house.  I will show you some my cat’s hiding places.

(Open Velcro board and the pictures to review the vocabulary of household goods and understand the different locations of preposition.)

T:  What do you see on this velcro board?

S:  a bed, a bathtub, a sofa, a table, a chair.

T:  Yes, these household goods are perfect hiding place.  

I will show you where this cat is hiding.

 (Put the cat on the household goods and let them know their locations.)

T:  This cat is on the sofa.  Can you say it “on the sofa”?

S:  On the sofa.

T:  This cat is in the bathtub.

S:  In the bathtub.

T:  This cat is under the chair.

(Put the letters on the velcro board)
T:  Now, you can see some words of locations. Let’s read  together. (Teacher reads each word, students repeat)

	Procedure
1 .Meaning
(Explanation & visual demonstration of meaning using realia, pictures and Velcro board)
T:  Now, I have a big box on this desk.  
I will put this cat in the box.

      Where is the cat?  Is the cat next to the box?
S:  No, in the box.

T:  Yes, this cat is in the box.  The meaning of “in” is something is inside something not outside.
I will change the location of the cat. 

(Also in, on, in front of …)

You can see the cat next to the box.       

Next to mean beside or near like this.

( Show the motion)

Let’s move on to the meaning of in front of.

In front of means the opposite of behind.

Look at this! The cat is in the behind.

(In the same way, explain & demonstrate on, next to, under, in front of, behind.)

CCQ
Where is the cat?

Is the cat in front of the box?

If they don’t understand fully, go over the meaning of the prepositions clearly.
2. Form
T: Oh, well done. Now have look at the board.  

Let’s find out how much you guys are understood.

(Use Velcro board and pictures. Put the picture on the desk and ask students.)
T: Using a desk picture card, Jane! What do you say?
Jane:  A cat is on the desk.
T:  Yes, very good.  What about putting it on here, Julie?
(Put the cat next to the bed)
Julie:  A cat is next to the bed.
T:  Yes, awesome. 
J: Now look at this substitution table.

(Show substitution table.)

3. Drilling

a. Simple Repetition Drill   
T: Wow, this is the beautiful substitution table, and it shows the pattern of prepositions very clearly.

Let’s see, the prepositions come after a subject and a verb.  Also, the prepositions come before a noun.

Let me read this table first.

 (Show students the substitution table. 
Tell students listen quietly.)
Do not repeat.  Only listen. 
C.C.Q:  Do you have to repeat after me?

(Point to the substitution table while reading. 
Students listen.)

<Simple repetition in chorus>

(Tell students to listen & repeat)
Now, listen and repeat after me.

CCQ:  What you guys need to do?

(Point to the substitution table while reading & whole class repeats)

<Simple repetition by individuals>
Pick some students and make them repeat individually.

Point to the substitution table while reading & a student repeat after a teacher.

T: The person who is picked, repeat after me.

Jane, could read this sentence?

Good.

b. Simple Substitution Drill
 (Tell students to listen and make a sentence)-show demo

Pick one student and let him/her change the preposition, such as on, in front of, behind…

The cat is in the box.

Jane! Using any preposition, make a new sentence.

(EIn the same way, let the student make new sentence.)

	Main activity

	Materials: Bingo mat, picture cards

	Time
10 min


	Set Up
Whole class & pairs


	Procedure
T: Now, let’s move on to the Bingo game.

4 students are in one group.

Each student in a group will be given 16 picture cards and a bingo mat.

1st person picks one of cards and describes it to the group.

Put the card on the bingo board and other group members do the same on their bingo board.

2nd person does the same.  All students must take turns and play the game until one of players makes Bingo.

Let us demonstrate this game with my partner.

T: Mun-og! Could you come here?(Demonstration)

M: Here is my card. Let me describe it to you.

“The ball is under the table.”
T: Oh, I’ve got one.

M: Wow, really? Let put this card on our Bingo board.

     Now, It’s your turn. 

T: This is how to play the game.

The same activity for other students until one of them

makes one horizontal of vertical line. 

You guys have 7minutes.

CCQ : Do you write on the board?

             Do you work alone?

Monitor discreetly. Let them know time warning: You've got 7 minutes left.
Check their answers. Check their sentences and pictures are correct.

(Show the demonstration.)

CCQ; Do you work alone?

           How much time do you need?

2. Conclude lesson  

What have you learned today?

(Elicit from the students.)

Right, you’ve learned vocabulary of household goods and the preposition of the stuff.

I am going to give you homework, please have your work done by next time.
(Distribute the worksheet)

Well done guys, see you next week.
