2. To be able to match the picture of transportation with its sound effect.
3. To be able to say a simple patterned sentence using vocabulary.
4. Trace a few transportation names like car, bus, taxi, truck, train, airplane.

( Making a paper airplane

T: Now we are going to make an airplane!

You have your paper ready? Great! Let’s start. First, fold a paper in half……

- T shows how to make an airplane step by step.
- Check if all students understood and made their own airplanes.
T: You did a great job!! Excellent!
( Song

T: Now I’d like you to stand up and move a little bit and get some excitement. I will sing a song first. Listen carefully.
- Get Ss stand up.

- T Sings the song with motion (using the airplane just made).
