 : short form of advertisement

“I want to create an ad for Times Tesol”
“Is it appropriate?”
<slogan>

:  an appealing phrases that helps you remember an advertisement

<CCQ>

“Can you tell me any slogan on the TV?”
“Is it appropriate?”
<jingle>

: a little song that is created to help advertise a product. The advertisers hope that consumer will remember the little song

<CCQ>

“a baby is listening the jingle”
“Is it appropriate?”
<logo>

: a symbol that is associated with a brand name

<CCQ>
“Where can you see Microsoft window’s logo”
 “Is it appropriate?”
<catchy>

: appealing, memorable
<CCQ>
“What’s Burger king’s catchy phrase?” 

“Is it appropriate?”
<commercial>

: an advertisement on the radio or on television

<CCQ>
“It looks like the commercial parody of Pepsi.”
“Is it appropriate?”

	Procedure:

1.Guilding Questions
<Write the questions on the board>
1. Where can you find advertising?
2. What product has a catchy slogan?

“Let’s read the questions together”
“Think about the answers as you read this article. I will give you 5 min to read. Read individually and silently”

 “What will you do as you read?”
 “Do you read with your partner?”
 “How much time do you have?”
<Pass out the text>

“You may begin”
Feed back
“Do you need more time?”
      Yes : give time 30 seconds more
       No : have Ss share their ideas in groups
2. Take 1
Instruction
(Distribute the comprehension worksheet, to each student)
“Scan “100 years of advertising to answer the following questions.”
“I will give you 3 minutes. Work individually.”
 <CCQ>
“How much do you have?”
“Do you work with your partner?”
Check the answers together.

Materials:

Aims:


Ss will be familiar with key vocabulary through teacher’s explanation and C.C.Q.


Ss will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering guiding questions.


Ss will improve scanning skill by answering the comprehension worksheet.


Ss will improve speaking and writing by making an advertisement.














Language Skills:


Reading : the text “100 years of advertisement”/ worksheet


Listening : listening teacher’s explanation, and listening to other students in the class.


Speaking : describing different members in group discussion


Writing : answering of the worksheet, Creating an slogan in a group.





Language Systems:    


Lexis : vocabulary used in the text


Phonology :  listening to teachers & other students


Discourse : discussion








Assumptions:


Students are familiar with teacher’s style.


Most students used to hear and watch various ads.


Students know how to skim and scan.


Students are familiar with doing activities in a group.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow this passage easily.


Let them read to the passage again until they can get the content


Students may not understand what brands are.


Bring real brands or draw a picture on the board.


If students need more time to finishing the application worksheet


Give them extra min.


If there is extra time


 Have students discuss what brand prefer, and why?.
