	Goals:

To have the Ss learn the way how to describe people.
To practice listening and speaking through discussions and interviews.
To improve listening skills by listening to the dialogues and answering the questions.
To practice speaking with confidence by interacting with other Ss.
To practice writing skill.

	Assumptions:

The Ss know the famous people- American president, Britney spears, Ilsung-Kim.

The Ss already know the teacher’s overall teaching style.
The Ss are actively participating in the class.

Reading: Script, worksheet

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Ss may not understand the passage/script easily.
· Repeat the tracks again until Ss get the sense of the content.

Ss may not be able to pick up details for the listening.
· Repeat the parts over and over again. (pause-play-pause-play) 


	Ice Breaker: Who am I? 

	Time:  10 min / Materials: post it note

	Set Up
Whole class

10 min

	Procedure 
A silly icebreaker game for a small group. 

Have each person secretly write on a post-it note the name of a famous person. Keeping the name hidden, stick the post-it to another’s forehead. 

Each person takes turns to ask the group questions to figure out whom the unknown person is. The catch is that only yes or no answers can be asked e.g.

· Am I alive? 

· Am I female? 

If the answer is no your turn is over. If the answer is yes, you can ask another question. Keep going until you get a no or make a guess at whom you are. If you guess right, you win or if you guess wrong your turn is over. 

Keep going until everyone has guessed or if time is tight, maybe stop after a few right answers.

· Outstanding: excellent, good, great, important, special, fine, brilliant, 
· Honest: always tell the truth
· Sociable: people are friendly and enjoy talking to other people.
             Ex) She was extremely sociable, enjoying dancing, golf, and tennis.

Instruction
Have student listen the speech of obama and ask question. 
Before starting, let student know below question will be asked. 

· When is it?
· Who is the former president?
· What kinds of problem are there in America?

· What attitude dose he have?
Ss will have a chance to listen the whole dialog first. 

Then let student listen paragraph by paragraph.  
CCQs

How many times will you hear the dialogue?

Whose speech are you going to listen?

Play the mp3 file once.

Ask Ss if they have all the answers.

Yes( go over the answers. 
No( play the track over until most Ss have all the answers.
Pause-play-pause-play on the parts Ss having trouble with.
Ask Ss randomly for the answers.

If the answer is wrong, ask other Ss.

Even the answer is right, ask other Ss for agreements.
Go through the track to check the answers.
