Greeting
Hello everyone. How was your weekend? Did you have a chance to go over the prepositions we learned last Friday? 

(Elicit and refresh their memory)

Have you ever met a lost foreigner asking for directions? What kind of expressions did you use to give directions? What was difficult to explain?

(Share some of their experience)

OK, today, we will listen to people asking for and giving directions.

	Procedure:

1. Warm-up
Instructions

You are going to listen twice to short sentences giving directions. First, work individually. Match the sentences and write down the corresponding number. Then, with your partner, compare the answers. 

(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

 #1 is “It’s next to the hotel.” It describes the first picture. So put #1 in the box.  
CCQ
What are you going to do?

What do you write in the empty box?

(Read the sentences twice. Give enough pause between each sentence to allow students enough time to think)
Check the answers with your partner(1min). OK, now, let’s review all together.

(Let them write the sentences on the board. #1 is already written by teacher)

Were any expressions confusing? What are some other expressions to explain directions?

(Introduce similar prepositional phrases : eg) between / in the middle of. Elicit other possible expressions using imperatives) 
2. Prediction
(distribute the First Listening worksheet)

Instruction

Look at the map. Do you see all letters clearly?

(Have them compare with the blown-up on the board)
Can you explain the places indicated on the map? For example, what can you find in “Power Records”? (Students : We can buy CDs, listen to music…)

(Go through other places in the map to check vocabulary)
(Elicit other places)

Where can you buy stamps?(post office)

A place to keep your money(bank)

A store that sells medicine(drugstore)

	Procedure:

1. First Listening
Instructions

Look at the map. You are at the bus stop. Follow the directions and write the places on the map. You will listen to each dialogue twice. Let’s start with the first one : find the coffee shop. 

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

How many times are you going to hear the dialogues?

(Play track 37- coffee shop – twice)
(Allow students time to write answers)

Check if students have the correct answers :
① No ( (Play 37 again)
② Yes ( (Play 38 - office supply store)

(Repeat the cycle for track 38, 39 and 40)
Let’s check the answers. Can you describe the locations? (Elicit from the students : the coffee shop is on Church Street between Burger Queen and Power Records.) 

Please come to board and mark the places on the blown-up map with a color pen. 
2. Second Listening(for details)
(Distribute the Second Listening worksheet)
Instructions
Now, listen to the directions again. What words do they use? Circle two letters for each. You will listen to the four dialogues without stop.

CCQ

What are you going to do?

How many answers do you have to choose?

(Play track 37~40 without stop)

Check if Ss have the correct answers :
① No ( (Play dialogues one more time)
② Yes ( Now, check the answers with your partner(1min)

Let’s check the answers together. 

(Replay the track one last time)

(Review key expressions for asking & giving directions : pause the track and let students repeat)
(Check with the students some confusing expressions) 

eg)  second street   &   the second street 

        name of street        counting street
⇒ “The” is not used in the names of numbered streets.
(Distribute the listening transcript)

	Procedure:
1. Free Production

Instructions
On a paper, draw a map from Times Tesol to your favorite place in the neighborhood. On another one, write the directions using some of the expressions we’ve just learned : go straight, turn right/left, go down to the corner,  
next to,  at the end of, across, in front of…
Write at least 5 sentences. You have 3 minutes.

CCQ

What are you going to do?

How are you describing directions?

(Distribute 2 papers to each student)

(monitor discreetly)
1 minute left.
(Allow one more minute if necessary)

Now, with a different partner, ask for and give directions following the maps you have drawn. Don’t show your partner the paper with directions. Once you are finished, switch the role.  You have 3 minutes.
(monitor actively)
(Share students’ favorite places & maps if time allows)
2. Conclude

Did you enjoy the activity? Are you more comfortable with giving directions? What was difficult for you?
(Or go over the difficulties & common problems you heard while monitoring the students)
Give homework

Write 5 sentences how to get from Times Tesol to subway exit 6.  
You did a good job. See you tomorrow!

Aims: 


Students will be able to ask for, give and follow directions through listening to dialogues and using expressions for describing directions.  


Students will practice listening to real-life speech. 


Students will practice listening for gist and details : from general to specific information.  


Students will learn vocabulary for places by previewing the map.


Students will practice imperatives by giving directions to their favorite places.  


























Language Skills:


Speaking: partner dialogues, giving and asking for directions.


Listening: teacher instruction, dialogues, description of how to get to a place


Writing: dialogues, matching worksheet, drawing their own map.


Reading: dialogues, matching worksheet, interpreting a map.








Language Systems:


Functions: ask for, give and follow directions.


Grammar: prepositions of location, imperatives


Lexis : places around the town, directions.











Assumptions:


Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


Students have learned prepositions last week ( they have basic knowledge of prepositions of location.


Students have seen street maps.


Students aren’t confident asking for or giving directions. 


In case of absence, have a group of three for pair work tasks





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to follow the dialogue.


( Follow the task-feedback circle. Repeat the dialogue until they get the main              


 information.


Students may have vocabulary problem with places around the town.


( Elicit key vocabulary and provide them if necessary.


If time is short


( Skip sharing favorite places & maps as whole class in post-activity.


If students finish their task earlier than expected


( Involve all students in sharing their favorite places and maps in post-activity.
