Materials

· Text book – Unit 8 (Impact Values-more information in reference)
· Listening CD & CD player (Track 8 ; about 2mins 30secs)

· Question worksheet (12 copies)
· White board, board markers

Aims

· Students will learn 
· Students will practice speaking about Stanley’s situation by discussing with group members.

· Students will practice short presentation on what they think Stanley should do. 

Language Skills (you don’t have to use all of them!!!)
· Reading : Here you can put something like the unit and page numbers or topic from the book
· Listening : What will they listen to? A dialogue about…? 
· Speaking : Will there be any role-play, discussions, debates etc? 
· Writing : Will SS be asked to summarize, compare, contrast, write answer to specific questions while listening, etc? 
Language Systems (you don’t have to use all of them!!!)
· Phonology : will SS be taught some sounds?
· Lexis : What new vocabulary will SS learn in the lesson? What will you pre-teach? 
· Grammar : Any new structures in this lesson? 
· Function : Surely this will be about love and falling in love? 
· Discourse : Group / Pair / Whole class discussion on…?
Assumptions

· Students know how to speak, write, read, listen well in English, but not accurately ; They want some help to correct their mistake.
· Students are interested in talking about love; they are motivated to discuss about this topic.

· Most students have experienced ‘falling in love; they can share and talk about their experience well in the post-activity.
· Students know when they are in the class, they have to speak and use in English.
· Students make three groups of four for their class. (four students per a group)

· Students know they are not supposed to open the book, and see the script before the teacher says ‘open the book, please’, and ‘let’s see the script’.
· The teacher takes notes some errors students made, and before the class finishing, she has to write on the board, and correct together. 
· This unit’s listening might not difficult for high-advanced students. Students may not have many questions from listening.
Anticipated Errors and Solutions

· Students might have problems to listen and understand conversation English; they got used to listening just formal way of speaking.
( The Teacher has to play the CD again, and let students know some idioms or expressions. 

· Students might not want to talk about their relationships.
  ( If they do not want to do it, students can talk about their friends’ relationship or imagine ‘if I were him/her’. Or the teacher can say some stories about herself, and then students will do, too.
· Students could feel tired of waking up early.

( The teacher makes them do stretch.

-  CUT-OFF Plan: if the class runs out of time,
   ( Students will not be able to present what they discussed. It means the teacher lets students discuss about ‘What if you were Mark’, and just moves on the textbook. The students will do ‘points of view on page 8 quickly.
-  SOS Plan: If students finish the activity earlier than expected,

   ( Students will discuss about ‘What do you think that Stanley should do?’ as a group.

I. Lead-In

: Greeting and Introductions
- Materials: Board
- Time: 3mins

- Set-Up: Whole Class

- Procedure

- Teacher 

“Good morning, class? How are you? You guys seem to be tried. Let’s stand up and stretch your body! 

(Every student does it)

What did you do yesterday? Dating with your boyfriend or girlfriend? Or looking for boyfriend or girlfriend? Haha. Don’t worry people who do not have any boyfriend or girlfriend. Today, we are going to listen to one guy’s worry about his friend’s love problem. It seems interesting, doesn’t it? Before we listen to the monologue, let’s talk about falling in love.”
II. Pre-Activity

: Before Listening Activity
1. Sharing Experience about Falling in Love

- Materials : Board

- Time : 5mins ((8/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class

- Procedure
- Teacher 

Write ‘falling in love’ in the board, 

and Ask the below questions to the whole class by taking turns the questions.
‘Who has experienced about falling in love madly?’
‘Have you ever done crazy things because of love?’
‘Can you think of your first love? Was it successful or not?’
(At first, students might not want to talk, then the teacher say some stories about herself. Then students will do it.) 
(Five of the students could share their love experience.) 

2. Prediction

- Materials : Board, text book on the left side of page 8
- Time : 5mins ((13/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class & group working
- Procedure
- Teacher 

“Let’s see. We have talked about a lot of different love stories. In the listening, Stanley who makes Mark be worried has a unique love story. Let’s open the book unit 8 on the left side of page 8 and, of course, as you know, you have to hide the script, look at the picture on the left side.”
(Students will open the unit 8 of the book.)

“Look at the picture, and talk about what might be happened to Stanley as a group. Actually this picture is a little bit scary, isn’t it? Anyway, you will have 3miniutes to discuss. Then we will talk about it together, okay?”
CCQ

- What are you going to do with this picture?

- Are you working as a group or individual?

- How much time do you have?
- Which units are you going to talk about today?
After finishing the discussion, students will talk about what they did as a group to the whole class in 2miniutes. Students will see how different opinions from same picture are, and predict whose idea is right or wrong.
III. Main Activity

: Listening Activity
1. Listening for the Main Idea/General Understanding

- Materials : Board, worksheet

- Time : 3mins ((16/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class

- Procedure
- Teacher 

(The teacher gives worksheet to students. Students can see just general question of it.)
“Listen carefully without any note-taking, and think about the main idea of the listening, and what’s happened.”
CCQ

- Can you write it down?

- What are you supposed to do during the listening?
(Play the track 8 without any stopping - 2mins 30secs)

2. Listening for Details

- Materials : Board, worksheet

- Time : 7mins ((23/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class & group working
- Procedure
- Teacher 

“You just listen the CD. Now, you can answer about the first question I gave you. What do you think about ‘What’s happened to Stanley?’. Write down your answer. I’ll play it again for the detail information. If you didn’t catch the main idea, you could think about it with details. Also, you can answer about detail questions from the worksheet. If you have any questions during listening, you can write down some phrases or idioms, or words. After listening, we will see them together. Any questions?”
CCQ

- Can you take some notes?
- Can you answer the worksheet?

(Play the track 8 without any stopping - 2mins 30secs)

“Now, you just listen it twice. Check your answer as your group.”
(Students will have 2mins to compare their answer.)

“Okay, Let’s check your answer together. What do you think about No.1’s answer?”
(the teacher will keep doing this until finishing checking their answer.)
3. Extra Listening

- Materials : Board, worksheet

- Time : 8mins ((31/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class & group working
- Procedure
- Teacher 

“You got the right answers now. Then discuss about them as a group, and if yours is wrong, you can ask to group members. They are your teachers. Also, you can teach your peers what they didn’t understand. You can ask to your group members not only the worksheet but also idioms, words, or phrases from the listening.”
CCQ

- Who are you working with?
- What should you do if your answer is wrong, and can’t understand something?

- What are you supposed to do if your group members don’t understand the answer or other thing?

(Students will discuss about them. They have 5mins to talk about the answer, and some expression from the listening. Most questions from students will be solved by themselves as discussions, but if there is still something to ask to the teacher, students can ask it.)
* If students want to listen specific parts ( have them listen it again by chunking
* If not ( move on the next lesson
4. Listening & Mimicking

- Materials : Board, text book on the left side of page 8
- Time : 6mins ((37/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class 
- Procedure
- Teacher 

“Let’s open the text book unit 8, and see the script. I’m going to chunk it by every single paragraph. You can listen it first, and then will read it aloud just like what he said.”
CCQ

- What should you do after listening one paragraph?
(Play the track 8 by pausing the CD by every paragraph. After listening, students will mimic it.

(Students will practice their pronunciation by listening and copying it.)
IV. Post-Activity

: After Listening Activity
1. Discussion
- Materials : Board
- Time : 8mins ((45/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class & group working
- Procedure
- Teacher 

“We just finished the listening, and got the point of it. Let’s move on to discussion. Think about this, ‘If you were Mark, what would you do?’. Discuss it as a group in 5minutes. Then one of your members will present group’s opinions, but make sure that everyone should speak in a group. After that, one group has a minute for presentation. Got it?”
CCQ

- What do you discuss about?

- How long do you discuss for?
- Who are you working with?

(Students share their opinions, and participate in a lot of group working.)

(While Students discuss it, and the teacher monitors them. The teacher will take some notes about what students make mistake in their speaking.)
“Time is up. Let’s listen about what other students think. One student who did not present in a group yesterday comes here.”
(Three students from each group come to the front.)

“Let’s see. Who wants to start first? Group A? Okay. Have your presentation please.”
(They will present ideas in one minute per one group.

 ( if it is running out of time, teacher can skip presentation, and move on to reading section quickly.)
2. Reading

- Materials : Board, text book on page 8
- Time : 4mins ((49/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class & individual & group working
- Procedure
- Teacher 

“Great, you guys have lots of various ideas about him. Then let’s go back to the text book on page 8, and see those three students’ idea. We will do a little reading practice.”
“You can see the part of ‘Points of View’. Read three of different people’s opinion about what Mark should do, and match the supporting statements. You can also see different ideas between yours and those’. First, you can do it by yourself, and then you can compare your answer with your group. You have 4mintues to do it. This is not too long, and difficult. So you can do it in this time. If time is left, you can talk about whose idea was similar to Amber, Trin, or Ray.”
CCQ

- Which part of section are you supposed to do?
- Are you going to match it alone? Or with pairs?

- Can you compare your answer with members of group after?

(Students will read it, and match it. The teacher will go and look around them. If students ask some questions about vocabulary, teacher can answer.)

(Teacher will write some mistakes students made while they were speaking on the board, and also about essay topic for homework.)

(After 4minutes later, teacher makes students pay attention to her.)

“Let’s see. What do you think about supporting statement of Amber?”
(Students will answer as a whole class.)

(Teacher will ask to students about the other two just like what she did, then students will have the answer.)
“Good job. It wasn’t too difficult, huh? Then did anybody have similar opinions with any of those three in the book?”
(Some students will raise their hands.)
“oh, haha. That’s interesting.”
(The teacher close her book.)
V. Finish the lesson
- Materials : Board, 
- Time : 1mins ((50/50mins)
- Set-Up : Whole Class 

- Procedure
- Teacher 

“Okay, class. Let’s finish up. Look at the board. I wrote some mistakes you made. Think about what is wrong in this sentence for homework. Let’s discuss about it tomorrow. And also you have another homework to do, because today we didn’t do writing much. I wrote it ; ‘Write about your idea : if you were Stanley, what would you do for her? Or Think you as Stanley, and write a letter to Lian.’. You can chose either one, and write within one page of A4. Any questions?”
(If students ask something, teacher will answer it.)
“Don’t worry about your homework too much. It’s about your writing skills. It’s not about the test. That’s it for today!. Take care and see you tomorrow!”
(Students say ‘bye, thanks’ to teacher.)
