<Greeting>
Hello, everyone. How are you today? I prepared 3 pictures for you and I’m sure you’ll really like them.

<Eliciting>
1. What do you see in the first picture? 

(A man is picking up a school uniform. It seems like his old school day uniform.)
2. What do you think he’s doing now?

(He’s thinking his old days. He seems to miss his high school days.)

3. What are the two people doing in the next picture?
      (They feel sorry about not wearing school uniforms. They want to eat free.)

      4.  What do you see in the third picture?

   (A lady and a boy are looking at guns as school uniforms. It seems very dangerous.)
  5.  Now can you guess what today’s topic is?
   (School uniforms)

Good job! You made a good guess!
As you said, we’re going to read an article about school uniforms and talk about it.

	Procedure:
<Brainstorming>

Instructions

From now on, you’re going to talk about some vocabulary that you come up with ‘school uniforms’ and you’re going to write them down on the board.  Firstly, I’ll give you one minute to think about.
CCQs
1. Do you work with your partner? (No)
2. Are you going to take a note now? (No)

3. How much time will you have? (1 minutes)

4. What are you going to talk about? (Some vocabulary related to school uniforms)
Now it’s time for you to write down some words you come up with. Each person comes in front and writes down some vocabulary on the board. 

(Students write the words on the board.)

You did a good job! Now, let’s go through the vocabulary together. 

(Teacher and students check the vocabulary together.)

	Procedure: 
1. Reading the article
Instructions
(Distribute the article paper only.)
Look at the title of the article. What does it say?
(Overpriced School Uniforms Annoy Parents.)
Right. What do you think the article is going to talk about?

(The price of school uniforms is too high these days. Parents do not want to pay so much money on school uniforms. Etc.)
Okay. That’s a good guess!
First, you should read it individually. I think there may be some words you don’t know, but keep reading the article to the end. I’ll give you 4 minutes.
CCQs

1. Are you going to answer some questions now? (No)
2. How much time will you have? (4 minutes)

3. Do you work alone? (Yes)
4. Can you ask me some words you don’t know? (No)

(Students read the article carefully and teacher writes down some questions on the board.)
Check the article

1. What do parents talk about school uniform price?

2. What is the usual price for parents to spend on their kids’ uniforms according to a spokeswoman of Skoolooks?
3. According to a spokeswoman of Skoolooks, what made school uniforms so expensive?
4. Are school uniforms overpriced? Or not?

If so, why do you think school uniforms are overpriced?
2. Check the vocabulary
Instructions
Now we’re going to check some difficult vocabulary together. 

(Distribute the vocabulary sheet.)
Can you guess what they mean?

Discuss the meaning of the words with your partner and match the word and the meaning. I’ll give you 3 minutes.
CCQs

1. Do you work with your partner? (Yes)
2. How much time will you have? (3 minutes)
3. Are you going to guess the meaning of sentence? (No)
(Students work in pairs and try to match the word and the meaning.)
Now let’s check the vocabulary altogether.
(Teacher checks the vocabulary with students.)

	Procedure:

1. Group discussion for debate
Instructions

Now, you’ll have a debate about wearing school uniforms.  Firstly we need to decide who is going to be on which side. 

Who wants the pros? Who wants the cons? 

(Students decide their sides and move seats.)
Before the debate, you should get enough information and exchange opinions with your group members. I’ll give you 5 minutes.
CCQs

1. Do you work in pairs? (No)
2. Are you going to debate now? (No)

3. How much time will you have? (5 minutes)

4. Will you exchange opinions in your group? (Yes)
(Students work in groups preparing debate by exchanging opinions on school uniforms. Teacher walks around and monitors carefully.)
2. Debate

Instructions

Okay. It’s time to debate on school uniforms. I’m quite interested in that whose side is going to express their opinions well. Let’s start with the pros.

CCQs
1. Are you going to do a survey? (No)

2. Is it a group work? (Yes)

3. On which side are you going to start? (The pros)

(Students in each side take turns and express their opinions about wearing school uniforms and the debate continues.)

3. Summary

Now, let’s make a chart of advantages and disadvantages of school uniforms. 
(Teacher draws a chart on the board and students tell advantages and disadvantages to teacher. Teacher writes down what students say.)
<Closing>
I think you did a good job today. What do you think? Was the debate hard for you? (Yes, very much.)
Take a good rest and see you tomorrow! Bye!

Materials:


- White board and markers


- 3 pictures of image related to school uniforms


- 6 copies of article about overpriced school uniforms


- 6 copies of vocabulary worksheet


- Blank Papers used for debate preparation





Aims: 


- To fully express their own experiences on school uniforms in their school days during the brainstorming


- To learn words and expressions used in the article by answering the teachers’ questions properly and matching words with appropriate meanings 


-  To practice listening and speaking by holding a debate about wearing school uniforms





Language Skills:





-Speaking: brainstorming, exchanging their experience on school uniforms, answering concept check questions, asking questions, answering questions, debate


- Listening: following teacher’s instructions, listening other students’ experience on school uniforms, debate


- Reading: understanding article about overpriced school uniforms, understanding vocabulary worksheet and finding out the proper match


- Writing: answering the appropriate words on the worksheet





Language Systems:


-Lexis: getting butterflies in their stomach, budget, reasonable, spokeswoman, wardrobe, margin, exemplify, textile, unjustly, reprimand, collusion, variation, significantly, lament, decent, and any other difficult words for students


- Phonology: practicing the sounds of new vocabulary


- Function:  asking and answering questions during the brainstorming and reading activity, expressing their opinions about wearing school uniforms


- Discourse: exchanging opinions about school uniforms during the debate, discussing for matching the words and meanings with their partner











Assumptions:  


Students already know:


- how the class is set up and run


- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of course


- they are all adult learners


- they have worn school uniforms as students


- most students are interested in topics related to school

Assumptions:





-> Ss are at an intermediate level and have already known vocabulary in text. 


-> Ss are able to express their ideas and opinions in English. 


-> They are not shy, mostly active. The class will work in groups.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- Students may have difficulty in debating on topic


 : Demonstrate in front of students how to express their own opinions.


- Students may not guess the meaning of difficult vocabulary


 : Teacher gives an example sentence using the vocabulary.


- If time is short,


 :  Make the debate time short.


- If students finish their tasks earlier than expected,


:  Give students SOS activity 


(Give students a piece of paper and make them draw their ideal school uniforms and explain it in front of classmates.)
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
