(Show the pictures about country life & city life)

Look at the pictures. 

What are they doing now? (Ss answer)

Where do they do these things? (Ss answer)

How do you think they feel? (Ss answer)

What exactly will you elicit? What should student’s answer? Just a couple of ideas here so that I know what you want to elicit. Make sure you take your time doing this in the micro teaching. The above questions in your lead-in could be used here too as there are the same topic. 
(comparing the pictures, elicit the topic)
CCQ

· Is this picture about country life?

· Is this picture about city life?

· Are they doing these things in the country? (Are they doing these things in the city? Are they dancing? Are they working? Are they singing? Etc can be used as CCQs. Make sure you ask a lot of them.) 
(Distribute the worksheets to the Ss)
Work in pairs. Ask your partner the questions in the chart and check the right box in the chart.

CCQ

· How many questions can you see?

· Will you do the task individually? (Will you write? Will you read? Will you shout? Will you talk to your partner? Will you work in groups? Etc)
(Have Ss do the task.)

(Calculate, answer the questions if necessary.) How will you calculate the answer? By this do you mean monitoring?

	Procedure:

Skimming through the text

(Distribute the reading text)
Instruction
The reading that follows is a letter to the editor of a magazine for young people. The writer is a teenage boy who lives on a farm. He explains why he thinks it’s better to grow up on a farm than to grow up in the city.
Guiding question

“What are the reasons that the boy thinks the country life is better than the city life?” Good
Do not read words one by one, just skim the text.

Think about the question on the board when you read. (On the board? This might take time for you to write down. Maybe giving students the worksheet or using a wall chart is faster and more efficient in my opinion.)
You have 7 minutes. You work alone. (Time is too long here I think. Make it shorter. Your micro-teaching is only 15 minutes, remember?) 
CCQ

· Do you read with your partner?

· How much time do you have?

· What will you do as you read? (Same as above. Just make sure you do this in your micro-teaching) 
(Have Ss do the task.)

(Calculate, answer the questions if necessary.)

Now discuss the question with your partner. What do you think this boy’s reasons are? Write the reasons on the paper. (The paper? Is it a worksheet or the SS’ own paper? Make this clear when you are presenting. It’s things like this that confuse students) 
(Monitor discreetly)

Ok. Let’s talk about the question. 

(Have the Ss tell their answers)
Scanning for details
Instruction
(Distribute the worksheets)

Read the comprehension question work sheet carefully and choose the right answer.

Work alone. You have 5 minutes

CCQ

· How much time do you have?

· Will you work with a partner?

· What will you do? (Don’t use this as a CCQ. It’s the same as ‘What are you supposed to do?’ which SS rarely respond too. Make your CCQs short and to the point.)
(Have Ss do the task.)

(Calculate, answer the questions if necessary.)

Now, work with your partner to check the answers.

Compare the answers with a partner.

CCQs should also be here. Just copy and paste from above. 

(Correct wrong answers if necessary)




	Post-Activity

	Procedure:

Instruction
(Divide the class into two groups)
Now, Let’s talk about the country life and city life. Which do you think is better, country life or city life? If you like country life, sit on the left side, please. And if you like city life, sit on the right side. (I think most people will chose city life so you might have to divide the class into two groups yourself to make even numbers for two groups)
First, discuss the advantages and disadvantages with your group members. (Advantages and disadvantages of what? Make it explicit when you give instructions) You will have 5 minutes.
CCQ
· What will you do?

· Will you do the work alone?
· How much time do you have? (Again same as before) 
Now, tell your opinions to the other group. (Like a presentation? In this case you don’t need to monitor discreetly but might have to participate actively to get both sides talking) 
Group A, Could you tell your opinion?(Group A answer)

(Ss debate about the question)

(Monitor discreetly)
Now, it’s time to wrap up. I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson.

See you tomorrow.


Generally good. Make sure you use lots of eliciting in the beginning if you will teach that in the micro-teaching and use lots of CCQs too. Take your time too when teaching and try to enjoy yourself. I know that it’s hard but a happy teacher equals happy students. Best of luck

The Farming Life for Me

In the September 2003 issue of your magazine, you wrote than many farm kids wanted to live in the city. Well, I am a farm kid and I don’t want to live in the city. In fact, I want to explain exactly why I think it’s better to grow up on a farm than to grow up in the city.
First, farm kids are too busy with farm work to get into trouble with guns, drugs, and alcohol like a lot of city kids do. We usually go home right after school to work on the farm and help our parents. We have to milk the cows, feed all the animals, drive the tractor in the field, fix fences or help with watering the crops. All of these things keep us busy and out of trouble.
Second, farm kids understand at an early age what’s really important in life. We help our parents when animals are born, and we take care of these animals until die. Watching the birth of an animal always makes me feel warm and happy. Most farm kids are used to seeing life and death on the farm. That gives us an understanding of human life and death that city kids don’t have.
In addition, farm kids have a much better understanding of nature than do many city kids. We work outside all year. We almost always get to watch the sunrise. We understand how heat or wind or snow can change our crops. We understand how much water different crops need at different times of year. 
Finally, farm kids have a greater sense of responsibility than most city kids. We know that crops and animals are totally dependent on us. We know that they can die if we don’t do our work. 

For all these reasons, I think that it is better to grow up on a farm than to grow up in the city. My own experience growing up on a family farm in southern Colorado tells me this. I know that growing up on a farm made me the responsible, hardworking, and thoughtful young person my parents and community can be proud of.
